Kings Ridge ACC Minutes
October 6, 2021
Chairperson, Chris Weiss, called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M.
Two new ACC members were introduced:  Peter McGow and Mike Whaley, and the return of a former member,  Bucky Hough, was welcomed back to ACC.
A quorum was established with all 7 members present:

Chris informed the attendees that the Master Board had approved the additional ACC members at their last Board meeting. He also shared that one of the committee members, Ken Scholl, would be going out for a few weeks due to upcoming back surgery on October 7, 2021. He hopes to return in December or January.
The committee reviewed 30 applications.  Of those reviewed, 27 were approved, 3 Needed More Information, and zero Denials.
The September 15, 2021 minutes were approved with John Fricker making the motion to approve and Brenda Baggott seconded the motion and they were passed unanimously.
NARC Education:
Chris asked the City of Clermont Permit office about how they are handling the permits for removal of trees because sometimes it addresses the removal of both a canopy tree and an understory tree on the same permit.   They confirmed that rather than do 2 permits they will just address both on the same permit. That means that a copy of the permit and the plot plan need to be made so the individual applications can be turned in when there are 2 trees to be taken out, with their respective guidelines for the tree removal.
If guidelines need or are desired to be changed, the ACC  will now rewrite the guideline, according to the last Master Board meeting.  
The 3 applications that need more information were (1) request to add 3 Crepe Myrtle trees on the residents lot, but needed back yard and front yard pictures. Spacing for lawn maintenance and drainage/waterflow also needed to be addressed. (2) Removal of  pine trees on a residents lot requires a letter from the Kings Ridge Golf Course. (3) Inspection of Solar Panels: capacity of the solar panels, the shut off valve and the location of the placement of the inverter box needed to be addressed.  There was an old application left from the last ACC meeting that required more information (City permit, letter from the Golf Course, plot plan showing where all the trees were located on the property) however, the homeowner did not provide the information so the application was denied.
Chris addressed several items for the NARC's: 1. information about tree permits was printed in the September and October Royal Times magazines plus the information was sent out to the NARC's through their email. 2.  When an application is for painting the driveway, it needs to include the color (s) of the house so it can be determined if the painted driveway matches/blends with the house colors. 3.  The new paint color books are being presented to each neighborhood board by Diane Pilkinton.  4.  Suspantion joints in the concrete driveways; it is noted that Home Depot now has a white pvc stud that can  replace the wooden studs, but it is up to each neighborhood as to what is acceptable. ACC or the Master Board do not decide. 5.  Palm trees: two palm trees equals 1 understory tree on the residents lot. 6. If something is not addressed in the guideline then it is not allowed.
Open Forum:
Paul Fox asked if a pine tree is considered a “free tree”: answer: No. It is considered a canopy tree and requires a permit from the city to be removed.
Leesa Burzynski said an Augustine Pine is a non-preferred tree, so why do we need a permit to remove it?  The Guideline requires a permit to remove a tree. Speak to the city to clarify.
Rick Miarecki asked about the solar panels.   How do we know where the boxes are going to be put?  2.16.1 #6 a. and b. address this: inverter boxes without a shut-off go in the garage, and solar inverter boxes with a shut-off go on the outside wall.
Highgate NARC's came with a resident to address a problem on his property. Monday (10-4-21) three pine trees on the property line of the residents property were cut down by the golf course maintenance crew, only they left the stumps. They said the trees were in the drainage line so they could take them down. There was no permit to remove the trees. So who is responsible for grinding the stumps? Chris said ACC has no control over the golf course, so maybe the golf course needs to be asked about grinding the stumps. The maintenance crew indicated they were not grinding the stumps. The homeowner wanted to know if he had to have a permit to grind the stumps. The answer is “No”.
Unfinished Business:
The new paint colors are being reviewed by each neighborhood, then the neighborhood board takes a vote and turns it in to the Master Board. Neighborhood boards can be more restrictive but not less restrictive.  
The guideline 4.10.1 Understory Trees has been tabled for the time being.
Reminder:  December will only have one ACC meeting-December 1, 2021. Fast Track emergencies in December will be handled case by case.
January 5, 2022 is the first meeting of the new year.
