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In April, we will continue our sermon series examining the life of Moses.
Moses stands as a towering Biblical hero whose life is defined by divine
encounters; most famous is at the burning bush, when God called and
commissioned him to lead his people from bondage in Egypt.

For Christians, Moses’ journey serves to teach us profound truths that help
shape our faith, obedience and understanding of God’s redemptive plan for
his people. His story demonstrates how God often calls and equips ordinary
people to do extraordinary things. It reminds us that God’s plan for our lives
can surpass our limitations and doubts when we are willing to surrender our
lives to his will and trust that his ways are sometimes bigger than what we
can conceive.

Throughout his journey, Moses faced trials and challenges and yet remained
faithful to God’s plan. From the burning bush, to the exodus, to the parting of
the Red Sea, to the ten commandments, Moses witnessed firsthand the
power of God. His unwavering faith serves to remind us of the importance of
relying on God’s strength rather than our own understanding. We are called
to serve God and walk by faith believing in the promises of God, even when
our circumstances seem uncertain.

Moses, time and time again pleaded with God on behalf of others displaying
a love and compassion for God’s people. This is a lesson to all of us to
extend God’s mercy and grace to others, even when they do nothing to
deserve it.

We can see Moses as foreshadowing Christ, who would deliver humanity
from the bondage of sin and fulfill the Law and establish a new covenant.
Both needed to be protected from death threats as children, Moses from
Pharaoh’s order to murder of all Hebrew male children and Jesus when the
Holy Family fled to Egypt to avoid King Herod’s desire to murder the Christ
child.

Just as Moses led the Israelites to the Promised Land so too Jesus leads us
to eternal life.
