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GOD IS LOVE

Love is at the heart of the gospel, and February is often thought of as the month of
love. In a world that sells the concept of love as chocolates, roses and romance,
scripture teaches us that God’s love is most clearly revealed at the cross. John tells
us in John 4:16, God is love, and he who abides in love, abides in God, and God in
him. We cannot truly know love, if we do not abide in God. Love is not something
God does, it is at the very essence of who He is. In a month that is filled with hearts
and cupids, let our call to love be the blood stained cross, where Jesus laid down His
life and showed us what true love really looks like. A love that is self giving, sacrificial
and underserved.

Because this is how the world will recognize
His disciples, by their love. A love that is patient and kind, not envious or proud and is
not easily angered. A love that is willing to lay down comfort and convenience to care
for others. As the body of Christ, we are to embody this different kind of love, one
that speaks the truth, forgives others, and carries one another’s burdens when it
would be easier to just walk away.

Sadly, for some, February can be a tough time of year, because of feelings of loneli-
ness, being forgotten or less than, because life doesn’t match the world’s script. But
scripture clearly tells us that our value and worth are not found in relationships or by
the number of friends we have on Facebook, but by the love of the One who calls us
by name and are invited into God’s family where His love is shared generously.
God’s love is new every morning, so that we can remain steadfast through every
season whether we find ourselves in want or plenty.

The truth is, we live in a world that is hungry for real love, so as this month unfolds,
may our hearts rest in the One whose love never fails and may the Spirit give us the
boldness to share the love that we ourselves have freely received.
