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Faith in Bloom: What nature teaches us about God’s promises.

Every spring what looked dead
comes back to life. Trees that were bare now sprout new life. Seeds come
alive as they reach towards the light and warmth of the sun. God is a God
of resurrection, inviting us to sprout new life as we reach towards the light
and warmth of the Son. Jesus said, “Behold | am making all things

new.” Revelation. 21:5

God wants to rekindle new life from the barrenness in our lives, to grow our
dormant seeds of faith to become something beautiful. But we need to stay
rooted in the good soil and cling to Jesus if we want to be useful flowers
that attract bees and butterflies to come and be filled with the richness of
God’s love and grace. Because when God blooms something in your life
it's never just for you, it’s to grow into a living testimony to God's goodness
and His faithfulness.



Flowers aren’t forced to grow, they simply stay rooted, turn to the sun and
let the Creator do His work. What if we did the same? Stay rooted in
Scripture, turned to the Son in prayer and trusted God to grow our faith in
ways that help build the kingdom.

God invites us to believe and to echo His faithfulness and what better time
to begin than spring and fully trust God that your season of bloom is
coming.
