                   Choosing Faith: Spiritual Transformation 
 
Choosing faith is more than the act of choice, it’s a spiritual decision, 
and the cornerstone of our faith. It’s the first step towards building the 
foundation needed for a faith journey as a disciple of Jesus Christ. In a 
world of shifting cultural values, it’s important for us to deliberately place 
our trust in Christ and live in obedience to His Word.  
 
“If you declare with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your 
heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For it is with 
your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth 
that you profess your faith and are saved.” Romans 10:9-10  
 
“So everyone who acknowledges me before others, I will also 
acknowledge before my Father in heaven.” Matthew 10:32  
 
Scripture clearly tells us that we need not only to choose faith, but  
publicly profess Christ as Lord. Faith is not inherited or automatic, just 
because family members are Christians doesn’t make us Christian. Faith 
is not received, just because you believe Jesus is real, Satan and his 
demons know who Jesus is. Faith is a deliberate step that is rooted in 
conviction, and obedience to God’s call in our lives. The Bible teaches 
that we are not coerced, but invited to choose whom we will serve. God 
gives us the freedom to enter into a relationship with Him through His 
Son, because a forced love or relationship would be meaningless and 
never produce genuine love.

And when we choose 
faith, the Spirit will help change our focus from self-centeredness to 
Christ-centeredness. Through faith, we’re given a new identity, as a 
child of God, to live in the hope of eternal life. Choosing faith is rejecting 
the pull to conform to the patterns of this world, and be transformed by 
the Spirit to follow God’s will.  
 
When we face challenges, our faith will act like a shield, providing 
strength and protection through our trials. An active faith helps us live in 
alignment with God’s Word which will impact our decisions, relationships 
and how we engage with the world around us.  
 
Choosing faith is not a one-time act, it’s a daily commitment to trust God 
and hold fast to the truth of the gospel. Choosing faith shapes us, directs 
us, and empowers us, and brings us nearer to the heart of God.
