Today as | consider the risingattetoll of
soldiers and civilians in Iraq and Afghanistan, ooations
stature in world events, and the other costs ofresponse I'm
reminded of the message | preached on the evenfng
September 11, 2001. You may think the sentiméwe rhat |
still believe its worth considering.

Tonight we are standing in the face of evil. Wewoainded by
that evil. We are cut to the heart by what hasrigkace today.
How do we respond to this kind of assault? How @oanswer
an evil attack like this? I'm not just talking alidhe terrorist
attack on the innocent people on board the aidiner the
innocent people in the World Trade Center and Remta
Though horrific they are not the only attacks thaik place
today. There has also been an attack on the readtspirits of
the American people.

There is more going on here than the innocent death
thousands of people - something terrifying and ibtaeyond
imagining. This is also a spiritual attack. It's attack on our
faith, an attack on our values. How can we responan evil
attack like this and remain in Christ. That's wdheur battle
tonight lies - in our response to the events oayod

One thing we need to remember or keep in mind a$ tur
Lord Jesus Christ refused to answer evil with duithe gospel
of Luke chapter 4 vs. 28 - 30 the chief priests gnedPharisees
tried to kill Jesus, tried to provoke Jesus. Thigdtto throw
Him off a cliff. If it had been me, | would haveatked back in
self defense. Not Jesus. He handled that confiontdty not
giving in to anger and violence but by simply tregtthem
with disdain.

In Luke 22:50, and following, in the Garden of Getinane,
one of Jesus disciples responded to Jesus’ aryesttbing off
the ear of a servant of the High Priest. Jesusoretgn by
healing the man. Then of course we know, as he lmma
cross, scourged, beaten and dying, He asked Gddrgove
those who were crucifying him.

And this is perhaps our greatest battle toniglkndw it's my
battle tonight. It's the battle between anger, hatad
vengeance on the one side and the need to glohifistCn the
other. It is the battle to resist the temptationgspond to evil
with evil. I'll have to confess that this morningwas not
feeling very Christian. | am ashamed to say a périme
wanted retribution and vengeance of the highestrotdvanted
to quench my anger. That is a human response bist dt
response that in no way glorifies our Lord Jesussth

How will we respond? By venting our anger, retugnavil for
evil, or by in some way glorifying Christ in thecka of evil and
death? When we give in to hate, anger, the degire f
vengeance we lose the spiritual battle and end ugh w
something quite similar to what we witnessed thigning, an
angry act of death and destruction... We loose sihieitual
battle and play the devils game. We do exactly wase who
have committed this act want us to do. But theanither way
to respond in a way that glorifies our Lord andt’havhat we
are here to do this evening. We are here to statidei face of
evil and glorify our Savior Jesus Christ.

We glorify Jesus, not with angry words, but withayer to

God. We offer prayer which testifies to our faiththe one who
really is in control. We testify to our belief inh@st’s victory

over death and the things of death. We pray tonightthe

victims, the dead and the injured. We pray tonifgtt the

families and the friends of those whose lives hbeen cut
short. We pray for the wounded and for Jesus hgaipirit to

be upon them. We pray for ourselves and the balriesfis
healing spirit in our hearts and minds, renewing spirits and
guarding us from descending into bitterness, hategd

vengeance - emotions that are poisonous to us.réyefer our

nation and for the wisdom of our leaders, that thegy be
thorough in the measures they take in protecting/Nis pray
that they be given the wisdom of Solomon in thesponse to
those who have committed this horrible act we pgoagod to
release our spirits from the pain of this time ahal, by His
Spirit, we may be focused on the hope of His kimgdénd, as
difficult as it might seem, we pray for those would and
have committed this act of terrorism.

Remember that in prayer we point to God and give ou
attention to God and not to the terrorists who erawur
attention. We glorify God and not the act of thosercome by
evil. In prayer we glorify God by praising His nanaad
holding His nhame above all other names. We praisé_ord of
Creation in the midst of destruction. We praiseltbed of Life

in the midst of death. We praise the Author of &abn in the
midst of human loss. We praise the Lord of Lovéh@& midst

of an act of hatred. We give God His due and we giothing

to the evil seen in these events.

Tonight we are at war. Not so much with a peoplenash as
we are at war within ourselves. We are at war \aitiger that
could consume us. We are at war with a desire émigeance
that could destroy us. We are here tonight to wiatile with

evil. It's a battle being waged in our souls. Wdl wiin this

battle as we bow our heads in prayer and raisehands in
praise. May God’s blessing and comforting hand penuall

those who have suffered loss in this act. May Godiaforting

and healing hand be upon us all.

Six years have now passed. Many more people harelied
and maimed in our response than were killed orremjuin the
initial attack and our response continues on amdbhder who
is winning the battle in our souls.

Housing Alliance, Inc.

Too many people in too little space make for unsaie
unhealthy living conditions. A shortage of affortab
housing in Frederick made headlines again in August
The causes and effects were analyzed, but few inateed
solutions appeared to be available.

Yet, Interfaith Housing Alliance, a local nonprofitas an
affordable housing project underway to help allyjzart

of this problem. Ten townhouses and one single lfami
home are underway on land adjacent to an apartment
complex for low wage earners that IHA owns in
Frederick. A place to sleep is a basic necessitijeof

Interfaith Housing, founded in 1989 and located in
Frederick, moves its mission of working toward abci
justice in housing forward with the help of manytha
and community partners. The organization has birilte
1992 or has in the development pipeline more tH001
units of housing that serves low income familiegsl an
seniors.

Scene Il — Financial donations were needed for the
Flooring and the repair of the floor at a cost of $1983.50;
Refrigerator- $358.20; 24" Stove- $323.09; 32 cabinet
knobs- $53.70; and a donated white fan/light fixture, for a
total of $2,718.57. To the rescue were these donors:

Gaver, Sharon and Richard Riley, Margaret Tollefson,
Dorothy Kuhrmann, Rita Crandall, Ruth and Gene
Meyers, Mary Lee and Chris Matthews, Ann Winters and
Julie and Mike Grenier, and Matt and Katherine Plaskett,
to a total of $2,813.09.

The Afternoon UMW Circle that spearheaded this
project had voted to buy the paint and supplies which
included 5 gallons of paint- $134.90, 1 gallon of primer-
$17.98, and painting supplies- $38.65 for a total of
$191.53. As you note, our costs were less than the
donations, so we plan to buy a white 8' table for $69.74.
