Implemented since 2004, the Human Rights Advocacy Program has the goal of carrying
effective education and awareness building and disseminating the knowledge and practice of
strategic litigation in Mongolia to remedy public interest violations through the use of national
and international human rights mechanisms.

Advocacy and strategic litigation have been undertaken in relation to human rights and
environmental violations stemming from irresponsible mining activities, which resulted in 22
environmental breach cases taken to the courts of law as well as and court rulings banning
illegal mining licenses and mandating environmental restoration.

CHRD has undertaken successful advocacy to have amendments providing for citizen
participation in decision-making introduced into environmental, mining and other relevant
legislation.

This Program has been substantially revised in 2015, taking into account the need to protect
human rights defenders and ensure more effective civil society intervention on the one hand, and,
on the other, the lessons learned since 2000 from the work on victim and witness protection under
the Anti-Human Trafficking Program and on building and strengthening national human rights
mechanisms as well as from the experience in the resortto international human rights mechanisms.

Results in Brief:

Fighting human trafficking: CHRD has been actively involved in the campaign for and work on the better-
ment of the anti-human trafficking legislation, advocating for accession to the Palermo Protocol and passage
of a stand-alone law on human trafficking. In 2009-2011, we provided pro bono legal aid and defence as
well as psychological and social services to victims of 45 probable human trafficking cases, and have won 6
cases. We have provided educational programs on human trafficking victim protection to professionals from
law enforcement bodies and legal organizations as well as lawyers and conducted expert training.

Strengthening national human rights mechanisms: in 2006-2015 we have prepared and issued a series of
9 reports on “The Law on National Human Rights Commission and Activities of the Commission”, and submit-
ted recommendations on aligning the Commission’s work to the Paris Principles.

Effectively resorting to international human rights mechanisms: We, independently as well as in collabora-
tion with members of the Mongolian Human Rights NGO Forum, have prepared and submitted 9 reports to
the UN Human Rights Council (UNHRC) under 2 rounds of the Universal Period Review (UPR) and undertook
active advocacy to promote the implementation of UNHRC recommendations for the country.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM (CDP)

The Community Development Program was established in 2005 for the purpose of building people’s
capacity to lift themselves out of poverty and protecting economic, social and cultural rights of low-income
people, improving their livelihoods and supporting their development.

Results in Brief:

Over 60 savings groups with total members of more than 800 have been set up and supported in Ulaanbaatar and
Darkhan-Uul, Uvurkhangai, Dornod, Khentiy aimags and Naran, Dariganga, Ongon soums of Sukhbaatar aimag. The
activities of these savings groups have expanded to form a Union of Savings Groups (USG) which now operates its
own Community Development Fund.

These Groups are building animal sheds, wells, gardens, hothouses, model streets,senior citizen centres,
playgrounds, sidewalks and improved roofs and bio-toilets. Their brickworks, solid waste processing shops, shoe and
dress makers and bakeries are creating jobs for their members.

The Program has helped a total of 13.851 person in 3560 households improve their livelihoods, living environments
and has also underwritten 20 million Togrogs of high interest loans owed by 119 saving group members to pawn
shops in 2012. Attention has been paid to strengthening the capacity of USG members to fruitfully interact with
local governments and enlist their support.

As a result:
a) Uvurkhangai aimag authorities supported the USG work by contributing 31 million Togrogs to USG’s
Community Development Fund..
b) Local authorities favourably resolved land requests by giving 84.5 hectares of land to 225 USG members.

CDP Strategic Goal for 2015-2018:
Support cooperation among low-income people and their livelihoods by increasing their participation in local
development.

PUBLIC INTEREST CLINIC

In May of 2011, CHRD became the first organization in
Mongolia to set up and operate a Public Interest Clinic (PIC) in
order to educate and train future lawyers for public interest
strategic litigation. As of today, thirty students from five law
schools have successfully completed training courses at the PIC.
Under the overall supervision and guidance by the CHRD
lawyers and professional staff, the PIC students provide legal
advice to the poorest clients, help with writing requests,
complaints or pleadings and act as legal representatives in civil
and administrative lawsuits. They also serve as assistants to
lawyers contracted by CHRD for defense in human rights
violation cases. Starting from 2015, CHRD plans to extend PIC
training to social work school students.

Results in Brief:

The PIC has provided legal advice and aid to 503 persons, for-
mulated 181 pleadings and represented 31 persons in the
courts of law, helping a recovery of 181 million Togrogs of
compensation. Most of these lawsuits concerned divorces, child
alimony payments, child right to a home or administrative fee
cancellation or work pay issues.

Objectives for 2015-2018:

Further expand public interest strategic litigation and in-
crease the training program to prepare a new generation of
impact litigation lawyers and social workers.
