I can recall hearing this phrase in many
situations… “How soon we forget!” It is said to
emphasize how quickly we seem to forget
impactful events on our life and return to our old
ways of doing life. I wonder out loud to myself,
“Now that Easter Sunday has come and gone, I
wonder how soon we might forget it’s impact?”

We spent weeks looking at the last words of
Jesus spoken from the cross. We tried our best to
experience the torturous punishment Jesus was
put through on the cross. It was hard to be reminded repeatedly of the
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incredible pain and suffering He went through on our behalf. Finally, after a
season of Lent, we reached EASTER! Celebration! Cheering! He is Risen! He is
risen indeed!

And after Easter Sunday, Monday comes rolling around. If we are not careful
and intentional, we will treat Easter like it is the ending of His story and OUR
story! It is our challenge to make sure we don’t go back to “normal life” after
celebrating the most incredible, freeing event of our lives. If we think about it,
nothing was normal after what Jesus did on that cross. Easter is NOT just a
one-day event, but rather an invitation to enter a lifelong season of
transformation. Easter is a beginning, not an ending.

The cross, the grave, His resurrection give us all we need to busy ourselves
allowing God to transform us and remake us in His image…EVERYDAY! The
Apostle Paul reminds us of this when he says, “Therefore if anyone in in Christ,
he is a new creation. The old has passed away; behold, the new has come.” (2
Corinthians 5:17) This is a reminder that we arrive in this season on a bunch of
Mondays after Easter giving everyday over to the only one who can empower
us to change into His image.

I was reminded by a commentator that the life of the disciples changed
dramatically after seeing Jesus AFTER His death, burial, and resurrection.
Remember, following the death of Jesus, the disciples huddled together in the
upper room scared to death for themselves and wondering if anything Jesus
had taught them really mattered. But after Jesus appears to them, we see what
happens as the disciples reengage in life and sharing the gospel. Acts 4
describes the disciples preaching to the Jewish leaders – the very ones they
had been frightened of!

All of this is to say, let’s not forget Easter Sunday and the impact it is to have on
EVERYDAY of our week! The Lord has set us free to live out the gospel free
from sin and shame. Easter allows us to live EVERYDAY free from the penalty
of sin, free from the power of sin with the help of the Holy Spirit and one day…
we will be free from the presence of sin!

Yes, I know Easter is over...well, at least the day we recognize it. However, let’s
live everyday like Easter day!

Spring is here and you may be busy taking your kids
to ballgames. Try this easy casserole when you're
short on time, but want a good dinner.

CHICKEN BACON RANCH CASSEROLE

Ingredients:

6 slices bacon, chopped 
1 small onion, chopped 
4 cloves garlic, finely chopped 
8 oz. cream cheese, cubed 
2 c. milk 
1 (1-oz) packet dry ranch seasoning mix 
3 c. shredded mozzarella cheese, divided 
8 oz. rotini pasta, cooked 
4 c. chopped rotisserie chicken 
4 oz. diced pimentos, drained 
1/2 c. sliced green onion, plus more to serve

Directions:

1. Preheat
the
oven
to
375°F.
In
a
12-
inch
skillet,
cook
the
bacon
over
medium
heat,
stirring
often
until
crispy,
about
8
minutes.
Remove
the
bacon



from
the
pan
using
a
slotted
spoon.
Set
aside,
leaving
the
drippings
in
the
pan.

2. Add
the
onion
and
garlic
to
the
drippings;
cook,
stirring
often,
until
slightly
softened,
about
5
minutes.
Whisk
in
the
cream
cheese,
milk,
ranch
seasoning
mix,
and
1
cup
of
the
mozzarella
until
smooth;
remove
from



the
heat.

3. In
a
large
bowl,
stir
together
the
ranch
mixture,
cooked
pasta,
chicken,
pimientos,
and
½
cup
of
the
green
onion
until
well
combined.
Transfer
to
a
13-
by-
9-
inch
casserole
dish.
Sprinkle
evenly
with
the
bacon;
top
with
the
remaining
2
cups
mozzarella.

4. Bake
until
the
top
is



golden
brown
and
crispy,
25
to
30
minutes.
Let
cool
slightly;
top
with
more
green
onion
just
before
serving.

FLASHBACK: On March 11, 2020, the World Health Organization declared
COVID-19 a pandemic. Along with most other events and activities that brought
people together, the quarterly Lunenburg County Community Concert series
(featuring talented performers with ties to Lunenburg County) came to a
grinding halt. The winter concert, scheduled for March 20, 2020 was canceled. 
FAST FORWARD: On May 3, 2024 at 7:00 PM the concert series will begin
again with the same lineup that was scheduled for March 2020—an evening of



gospel and bluegrass music. Pre-concert piano music, provided by Stacy
Sharpe Branch, will begin at 6:40 PM for the enjoyment of those who arrive
early.

THE PERFORMERS: In 2014 a few friends with a love of music and the gospel
came together to form First Go ‘Round. Since then they have used great
bluegrass music to spread the gospel of Christ through Virginia and beyond!
The current lineup features Brent Hood on banjo, Matthew Kelly on guitar, Rob
Sadler on mandolin, and Bryan Hood on bass. From four-part harmonies,
traditional bluegrass drive, and an echo of Stanley and Monroe, First Go ‘Round
wields a blend of updated and traditional tunes all specifically chosen to use
their God-given talent for His glory.

Glenn and Karen Hood grew up singing and playing gospel music. They both
sang together for many years and raised their children to have that same love
for gospel music. Glenn and Karen have an amazing love for the Lord and a
deep love for the traditional gospel hymns. They want to keep those hymns of
the faith alive and the sound of southern gospel music very present in the hearts
of people today. This husband and wife duo will open the concert with a short
set of traditional gospel music, while accompanying themselves on guitar and
piano.
