Feral Cats, Responsible Pet Owners, 

& Good Neighbors 

DID YOU KNOW? 

Feral Cats are the “wild offspring of domestic cats” 

and are primarily the result of pet owner’s 

abandonment or failure to spay or neuter their 

animal, allowing them to breed uncontrolled.  Feral 

cats can be found behind homes, near businesses, 

and in alleys, parks and abandoned buildings.  Feral 

cats are elusive and do not trust humans. 

A pair of breeding cats, which can have two or 

more litters per year, can produce 420,000 offspring 

over a seven-year period.  The overpopulation 

problem carries a hefty price tag.  Statewide, it 

creates a huge problem because hundreds of 

thousands of dollars are spent each year on animal 

control, shelters, and related expenses. 

It is difficult to determine ownership of cats because 

they are not required to be registered and often do 

not have on collars identifying ownership. 

 

BE PART OF THE SOLUTION, NOT THE 

PROBLEM! 

1) SPAY OR NEUTER YOUR PETS! 

Sterilizing animals is an important step in 

maintaining their good health.  Spaying just 

one female cat can prevent the births of more 

than 57 kittens over a two-year period. 

2) DO NOT LET PETS RUN AT LARGE! 

No animals should be left out to roam the 

neighborhood.  Failure to confine pets to your 

premise can cause problems for you and your 

neighbors. 

Feral cats are a problem when they form 

colonies in areas where they are not wanted.  

They damage property, spread disease and kill 

desirable birds and mammals.  They can injure 

or even kill domestic pets.  They create mess 

and smell and distress the people and animals 

around them. 

3) DO NOT FEED THE ANIMALS IN YOUR 
NEIGHBORHOOD! 

Feeding stray cats and dogs outside invites all 

kinds of animals which could be dangerous 

and/or diseased.  In addition, it creates a safe 

place for feral cats to congregate.  One stray or 

feral cat will result in many more before you 

know it.

IF FERAL OR FREE-ROAMING CATS ARE A PROBLEM IN YOUR NEIGHBORHOOD: 
 

The “Friendship Animal Protective League” of 

Lorain County encourages trapping the feral cats 

and bringing them into their facility to be spayed 

or neutered.  They have a “trap rental program” 

where you can leave a $30 deposit which will be 

refunded upon return of the trap.  Multiple traps 

can be rented at one time, with a $30 deposit for 

each trap.  When you go to pick up the trap(s) the 

Friendship APL will give you more instruction 

and information about trapping feral cats and how 

to use the traps. 

 

A trapped feral cat can then be brought in to be 

sterilized as well as receiving a shot for rabies at a 

cost of $26.50 per cat.  The feral cat’s ear is “tipped” 

to identify that it has been sterilized. 

The Friendship APL states that while this process 

does take a little bit of time it does start to have a 

positive affect on the feral cat population.

Safety Grant Awarded To “SJAD” 

The “Sandstone Joint Ambulance District” was 

awarded $108,287 from the “Local Government 

Safety Capital Grant Program”, under the “Ohio 

Development Services Agency”.  The program was 

administered by the “Local Government Innovation 

Council”. 

Grant funds were to be used for the purchase of 

vehicles, equipment, facilities, or systems needed to 

enhance public safety, with the focus being on 

police, fire, and EMS-related purchases.  An 

eligible project could include more than one of 

these items, up to a total requested grant amount of 

$100,000 for individual political subdivisions.  An 

application submitted by multiple political 

subdivisions may seek a level of funding which 

does not exceed the total amount of funding which 

may be collectively awarded to those political 

subdivisions individually, up to $500,000.  There is 

$10,000,000 available for both FY16 and FY17.  

Grant applications were due in March 2016, and 

then reviewed between March and May.  Awards 

were made at the May 2016 Council meeting. 

The “Sandstone Joint Ambulance District” (SJAD) 

consists of the City of Amherst, the Village of 

South Amherst, and Amherst Township and has 

been in existence since 2000.  This district was 

created for the greater good and safety of the 

residents who are in the Ambulance District. 

The “SJAD” grant requested and was approved for 

funding of the following items: 

12 AED’s – Automated External Defibrillators are 

used to send a shock to the heart when a person 

goes into cardiac arrest.  Each of the 3 entities in 

the SJAD will receive 4 of these AED’s.  The 

individual entities will decide where the AED’s 

are placed. 

 

2 Lucas Devices – These devices are used to 

automatically perform chest compressions.  One 

unit will go to each of the two fire departments 

in the district, Amherst and South Amherst.  This 

will provide use of this equipment to all of the 

residents in Amherst Township. 

 

2 Power Cots – These cots raise and lower 

automatically.  In the raised position, there are 

hooks that latch on to the stretcher and pull it 

into the ambulance.  These power cots not only 

reduce the strain of the paramedic’s backs but 

also provide greater safety to the patient who is 

on the stretcher.  These cots will be given to 

LifeCare to be used within the Sandstone Joint 

Ambulance District. 

 

 

The “SJAD” employed “Gatchell Grant Writing 

Resources” as their grant writer and they plan to 

apply again for more grant funds in 2017. 



 

Storm Water 101:  The Rundown on Runoff 

What is Storm Water Runoff? 
Storm water runoff is precipitation or snowmelt 

flowing over the land surface.  Impervious surfaces 

like driveways, sidewalks, rooftops, and streets 

prevent storm water from naturally soaking into the 

ground. 

 

Why is Storm Water Runoff a Problem? 
Storm water picks up debris, chemicals, dirt, and 

other pollutants and flows directly into the nearest 

water body or into a storm sewer.  Anything that 

enters a storm sewer system is discharged untreated 

into the water we use for swimming, fishing, and 

drinking water:  the Black River, Beaver Creek, and 

Lake Erie.  
 

 

The Effects of Storm Water Runoff in Our Watershed 

Lack of storm water management leads to increased 

flooding as areas no longer have the permeable 

surface to deal with the excess water flow.  Flooding 

related to storm water is difficult to fix and costly to 

homeowners. 

 

 

Sediment clouds the water and makes it difficult 

for aquatic plants to grow, clogs the gills of fish, 

and destroys aquatic habitats. 

 

Excess nutrients from fertilizers and failing home 

septic systems can cause algal blooms, some of 

which may be toxic to humans.  (Wikipedia 

defines algal bloom as “a rapid increase or 

accumulation in the population of algae [typically 

microscopic] in a water system”.)  Decomposing 

algae from blooms removes oxygen from the 

water and can harm or kill aquatic life.  Bacteria 

from failing septic systems and animal waste can 

wash into swimming areas and create health 

hazards. 

 

Polluted storm water often affects drinking water 

sources.  Lorain County communities get their 

drinking water mainly from Lake Erie but also 

from two locations in the Black River.  Removing 

pollution from drinking water is costly, and water 

can only be drawn during certain times because 

it’s too expensive to treat otherwise.

Are you reviewing your “Medicare 
Summary Notices” (MSN) carefully? 

When you receive the “Medicare 
Summary Notifications” (MSN) it is 
important that you look it over very 
closely.  Often, Medicare will deny a 
claim that should have been paid.  If 
you are notified that Medicare isn’t 
paying for a service and you believe it 
is to be paid or question why it was not 
paid, you have a couple options: 

 You can file an appeal with 
Medicare for redetermination of 
the claim.  Details on how to file 
are on the back of the MSN.  
Please remember to pay close 
attention to the cut off dates in 
which you need to file your 
appeal. 

 Seniors can call the Amherst 
Township Senior Services Office 
with any questions or to get 
assistance in determining why 
your claim was denied.  You can 
also call if you would like help in 
filing an appeal.

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SUMMER SAFETY TIPS 

Although we enjoy the summer sun and 
heat, some medications may make 
seniors more susceptible to sunburn 
and dehydration.  Please keep these 
simple tips in mind when going outside: 

 Hydrate!  Drink plenty of water 
especially on hot and humid days. 

 Protect your skin from the sun with a 
good sun hat, long sleeves, and 
sunscreen. 

 Plan to do yard work in the early 
morning or evening hours.  Avoid 
being out between 10 am and 2 pm 
when the sun is at its hottest. 

 Take frequent breaks.  Go in the 
house or sit in the shade and drink 
some water. 

 Consider asking a neighborhood 
teen to mow your yard or help with 
the weeding/planting. 

 Carry a cell phone with you at all 
times in case of emergencies. 

Considering “Early” Retirement? 

Did you know that if you retire before 
your “full retirement age” there are limits 
to the amount of income you can earn 
without having a reduction in your 
benefits? 

If you are younger than full retirement 
age:  $1 in benefits will be deducted for 
each $2 you earn above the annual 
limit.  For 2016, that limit is $15,720. 

In the year you reach your full retirement 
age:  $1 in benefits will be deducted for 
each $3 you earn above a different 
limit, but Social Security counts only 
earnings before the month you reach 
full retirement age.  For 2016, this limit 
is $41,880. 

Starting with the month you reach full 
retirement age:  you will get your 
benefits with no limit on your earnings.

VIAL OF “L.I.F.E.” 
Lifesaving Information For Emergencies, 

(known as L.I.F.E.) is a non-profit 

national program in which key medical 

information is available to first 

responders in the event of an 

emergency. 

A plastic baggie is labeled with a “Vial of 

L.I.F.E.” sticker and contains all 

pertinent medical information needed, 

such as emergency contact, diagnoses, 

medications, allergies, legal 

designations, medical providers, and 

insurance information. 

The “Vial of L.I.F.E.” stickered baggie is 

placed on the outside of your 

refrigerator.  An additional “Vial of 

L.I.F.E.” sticker is placed on your front 

door or window.  The sticker on the front 

door or window will alert first responders 

to look for your medical information on 

your refrigerator.
