In my artwork, I return over and over to several themes: seasonal
cycles in nature and in human life; the Pacific Northwest
landscape; and the Sacred Feminine in myth and folklore. I’ve
been fascinated by the rich, archetypal symbolism of the Tarot
since I picked up my first deck in 1970. I brought my love of the
natural world to tarot tradition when I created the Gaian Tarot
and, later on, the Herbcrafter’s Tarot.
When I work with colored pencils, I lay down creamy, waxy
layers of rich, transparent color. I also work in mixed media
collage, and more recently in the digital program Procreate. I
developed a process where I begin with a pencil sketch, then scan
it into Procreate. I add layers of color and texture digitally, then
print the piece out on my archival printer. I finish by hand with
colored pencils. 
I created a new Hermit card (Major Arcana #9) for this ninth
NWTS. I set it in the Pacific Northwest as a homage to Portland,
and in the fall since we are gathering in September. Fall suits the
energy of the Hermit—that time of year when we begin to turn
toward the dark, and become more introspective. 
I’ve always enjoyed turning archetypes on their heads. So 
instead of a wise old white man, I decided to make my 
Hermit a wise old dark-skinned woman. I wanted to explore 
the experience of living alone as an aging person who has 
a rich inner life, cherishing solitude while deeply connected 
to the earth and to community. I call her “Elder Hermit.”

ABOUT Joanna
Joanna Powell Colbert is a sacred artist, earth mystic, 
moon lover, and caller of circles. She is the creator of 
the Gaian Tarot (which took nine years to complete) 
and the Pentimento Tarot, a majors-only deck; and is 
the co-creator of the Herbcrafter’s Tarot. Her work is 
grounded in earth-centered spirituality, seasonal
contemplative practices, creativity as a devotional 
path, and using the tarot for inner guidance and 
self-exploration. She is currently working on the 
Sacred Wheel Oracle, a deck based on the Wheel 
of the Year, the lunar cycle, and the seasons of 
our lives. She lives on the edge of woods and 
lake near the Salish Sea in Bellingham, 
Washington.

His love of the cards and connecting with other readers has manifested in
co-hosting podcasts, speaking at conferences, and leading meetups in the
San Francisco Bay Area.  In his free time, he loves to find new and strange
ways to use the cards in pursuit of wisdom, fun, and the occasional
complimentary cocktail. 

Ethony is an Author, Tarot teacher, reader, and High Priestess. She is the
author of ‘Your Tarot Court’ and ‘Tarot Grimoire,’ both published through
Llewellyn. She independently created and published several Tarot and
Oracle decks. These include the Cosmic Wisdom Tarot, Modern Love
Tarot, Penumbra Tarot, Awakened Soul Oracle, and The Modern Goddess
Oracle.  

She is the Headmistress of the Tarot Readers Academy, which teaches
people the art of reading the cards globally. She also created an online
eclectic modern witchcraft coven, The Awakened Soul Coven, which has
been running since 2016.

Ethony is an 80's child who loves Halloween, Care Bears, and the ocean.
She lives with her family and three dogs in Vancouver, Canada, where they
all love hiking in the forests.
