Deadline for application must be postmarked July 1, 2026 and awarded at the Central District Association Convention on August 14, 2026.


Central District is coordinating a tuition assistance program in cooperation with the Swift Kennedy and Company, the Provident Insurance Company the American Income Life Insurance Company, Farmers Insurance, the Teeter Group and various other sponsors.


The objective of the tuition assistance program is to assist full-time/part-time students full-filling the hours, required class time and clinical hours required by the applicants accredited school.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE


The applicant, parent, grandparent or legal guardian of the applicant must be a member in good standing in the Central District Volunteer Firemen's Association.

HOW TO APPLY


Applications may be obtained by contacting the Secretary of the Association, the Chairman of the tuition assistance program or downloaded from the Association's website www.centraldistrictvfa.com 


Applicant must complete all sections of the application and attach a statement of approximately 250 words explaining why they are applying for tuition assistance, why they believe these courses will be useful to them and their goals and objectives. The essay should include a description of any participation and/or membership the applicant has with the volunteer fire service or emergency medical fields.  Incomplete applications, including lack of the required essay will disqualify the application.


In evaluating the applications, preference may be given to those demonstrating need, desire, initiative and active participation in the fire service.  Credits previously obtained in college should be listed and a transcript furnished if possible.  An applicant may be subject to a personal interview by a member of the tuition assistance program if needed.  Applications must be submitted annually.

ACTIVE FIRST RESPONDERS


Applicants active in emergency services in their community may be given additional award consideration.  This information should be contained in the applicant's essay.
