It Takes All Kinds 

“If every flower wanted to be a rose,” wrote St. 

Therese of Lisieux, “spring would lose its loveliness.” 

Who is God asking you to be today? There is an                

obvious answer that springs to mind right out of the 

gate. God wants me to be a good person (a good   

father, a good husband) today; today, God wants me 

to be a saint. 

But this answer fails to get to the heart of the                 

question. We are all striving today to serve the same 

Spirit, but we are given different gifts to do so. The 

one who has the gift of knowledge may fail if today he 

decides he wants to be a healer. The one who has the 

gift of “varieties of tongues” might falter in the expres-

sion of wisdom.
