Pregunta: ¿Es Halloween una fiesta pagana o católica? 
 

Respuesta: 
La respuesta corta: hoy en día, un poco de ambos. Pero no 
siempre fue así. Halloween y el Día de Todos los Santos están 
estrechamente relacionados. En los años 800, la Iglesia                 
Católica comenzó a celebrar el Día de Todos los Santos.               
Originalmente se llamaba Día de Todos los Santos o                       
Hallowmas. La celebración comenzó temprano en la víspera 
de Todos los Santos. Pero si Halloween realmente se trata de 
los santos en toda su gloria victoriosa, ¿de dónde sacamos casas 
embrujadas, disfraces y bromas? 
 

El Día de Todos los Santos se asoció con los otros fallecidos 
con bastante rapidez. El 2 de noviembre es el Día de Todos  
los  Santos, donde rezamos por las almas del purgatorio. En 
todo el mundo europeo, especialmente con los pueblos celta  
y germánico, se honraba a los muertos en los meses de otoño. 
La celebración pagana celta de Samhain tenía sus propios               
rituales populares y se producía casi al mismo tiempo que  
estos días festivos católicos. 
 

En los últimos cientos de años, esto incluyó vestirse disfrazado 
e ir de puerta en puerta, pidiendo comida a cambio de una 
rima o un poema. Algunas personas se hicieron pasar por                  
espíritus "oscuros" y hacían bromas a otros. La celebración de                       
Halloween de hoy tiende a adoptar estas prácticas posteriores, 
en lugar del significado original de celebrar a los santos. Pero 
recuerde ... ¡esta fiesta fue católica primero!
