Dear Friends,

Welcome to springtime at Elawa Farm!

Spring is a time of rejuvenation and beginnings. It is also a great time for everyone in our community to visit
and walk the garden to see what the early signs of warmer weather are bringing. Peek into our greenhouse
and see what’s sprouting for our beautiful gardens. In the few short years that | have been working and
volunteering at Elawa Farm, the garden has grown in size and produces over 7,500 pounds of produce, plus
beautiful cut flowers and pumpkins, annually.

From a historical perspective, Elawa Farm is a beautiful complex of 1917 farm buildings designed by Alfred
Hopkins and David Adler for A. Watson Armour. It was designated by the White House Millennium Council as
one of “Save America’s Treasures” through the National Trust for Historic Preservation.

The Foundation was established in 2002 and its board set out to raise the funds needed to save and renovate
the historically relevant and irreplaceable farm buildings with the restored Garden — the keystone of Elawa
Farm. The bountiful garden supplies our Garden Market and kitchen with fresh produce grown without
chemicals.

Elawa Farm is inspiring to people of all ages. There is always something fun and educational happening, along
with our fundraising events — the summer Beer Garden in June and the popular Harvest Dinner in September.
Support the Foundation’s mission and celebrate together as a community.

The Elawa Farm complex is owned by the City of Lake Forest and managed by the Elawa Farm Foundation. As

a 501c-3 non-profit, we are dependent on the work of our volunteers and donors — without whom we could
not serve you. We are grateful for the dedication of Joanne Miller, our Executive Director for the past 10 years,
along with a terrific and enthusiastic staff. On behalf of the Directors of the Elawa Farm Foundation, a heartfelt
thanks to our entire community for your ongoing financial support and participation at Elawa Farm activities.

Finally, this newsletter has been sent to 15,000 people in Lake Forest and Lake Bluff. If each
recipient donates $25, we would raise $375,000 in just a simple appeal, and $100 each
would raise $1,500,000.

It’s exciting to water in the greenhouse daily and watch our seedlings
germinate. It’s a signal that we’ll finally be regularly working outside in the garden in the
coming weeks.

In addition to selling our sustainably grown vegetables and flowers at our weekly garden
market, we are continuing to offer our successful Community Supported Agriculture (CSA)
program. CSA members receive a weekly box of fresh, locally grown produce for 20 weeks from
June through October. Space in this program is limited, so if you’re interested in joining, please
contact us soon.

2) Increase on-site composting capacity to reduce waste entering the landfill
