The Apostles' Creed (ca. AD 180-750)

Developed between the second and ninth centuries as a baptismal creed for the
new Christians, this is the most popular creed used in worship by Western
Christians. Its central doctrines are those of the Trinity and God the Creator.
Banner: Color Brown: The difficulty and rigor of early Christianity under
persecution; Purple Arches: Entrances to caves or catacombs where early
Christians met in secret; The Anchor Cross: Security in Christ, as found by the
apostles, some of whom were fishermen; The Fish: An ancient symbol for the
Christian faith; The Chalice: The Lord's Supper; The Upside-Down Cross: Peter,
who in legend is said to have been crucified upside down because he thought
himself unworthy of a death like his Master's.
