WHAT IS A CLASSICAL CHARTER SCHOOL?

• First, and most importantly, it is a PUBLIC SCHOOL that 
parents can choose to send their children to

    IT IS NOT A PRIVATE SCHOOL

• A charter is basically a detailed agreement the state of Florida 
has agreed to with the business entity operating the school

• Classical Education Management is the management company



WHAT A CLASSICAL CHARTER SCHOOL IS NOT

• A Classical Charter School is not elitist 

• Anyone can enroll

• There is no tuition (it is a public school)

• There are no tests to determine eligibility

• It is not exclusive, a classical education is offered to anyone 
who desires it, without consideration of social status, 
ethnicity, or income

 



WHAT IS A CLASSICAL EDUCATION?

• A classical education is a traditional education with 
emphasis on American literary, moral, philosophical, political, 
civics, and historical traditions.

• A classical education is an education that seeks excellence in 
truth, beauty, and goodness.

• A classical education seeks to cultivate good citizens.



WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF A CHARTER SCHOOL?

Choice - Charter schools provide an option for parents to educate their 
children

Innovation - There is greater freedom to innovate in the curriculum, and in 
return, the school is held strictly accountable for the results

Accountability - Operates with performance goals and can be closed if they 
fail to meet them

 



HOW IS THE SCHOOL HELD ACCOUNTABLE?

• The charter school must meet or exceed the Florida standards 
and is graded accordingly

• More importantly, the school is held accountable by the parents 
that choose the school as an option

• A charter school can go out of business IF it fails to perform the 
mission



HOW ARE CHARTER SCHOOLS FUNDED?

• In Florida, funding follows the student — but not all funding 
does.

• Charter schools receive roughly 95–97% of the per-student 
funding allocated to traditional public schools.

• Programs and facilities supported by property taxes in district 
schools must be funded through alternative sources by charter 
schools, i.e. grants, philanthropy, private financing, etc.

KEY STATISTICS
• As of the 2024-25 school year, Florida had over 400,000 

students enrolled in public charter schools. 

• Charter school enrollment in Florida represented about 
13.8% of all public K-12 students in 2024-25

• Over the past 5 years, charter school enrollment in 
Florida increased by roughly 20.8% (an increase of about 
68,437 students). 

• From 2013 and 2023 charter school enrollment in Florida 
increased by 67%. 



• In 2022-23, there were about 726 charter schools operating 
in Florida, serving about 382,367 students

• In the 2023-24 year, Florida’s charter school system (as a 
collective) earned an overall “A” grade and served more 
students than many individual districts 

• From 2015-16 to 2024-25, Florida’s district-run public school 
enrollment declined by almost 59,000 students, while 
charter school enrollment grew by over 136,000 in the same 
period (in a subset of 20 counties studied).
