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Introduction

In my last Ebook – Your Purpose & Vision, the principles of purpose and vision were discussed.  I thought to break up these very linked principles of purpose, vision, goal setting and planning to bring greater clarity and insight.  If you are like me, you want to know why you are doing something.  For me, it must be in line with the scriptures – yes – it must be sound doctrine.  It must be solid principles used in the Bible.  Let me give you a very short re-cap of the Ebook on Purpose and Vision.  

Firstly, you must go to the Lord to find your purpose in life.   We know the Great Commission is our primary purpose.  We are firstly to go and win the lost and make disciples of them.  Then, after you understand this part of your purpose, God will give you your personal purpose.  At this point ask God questions – oh yes, lots of questions.   You must expect to hear from God.  Please write down your questions and the responses you receive.  There was a list of questions in my earlier book that can help you discover your purpose and vision.  You will then get insight and plans on how to accomplish this. Goal setting and planning comes after you get your purpose and your vision.   

Abraham was given Vision and Purpose

· Before God changed his name to Abraham and changed Sarai’s name to Sarah, God spoke to Abram.  When God speaks, things change.  Do not be in a hurry to move God! He has His set plans, purposes and timings.  The way He wants things accomplished is tantamount to your good success.  The scripture below is a good example - there are many details set out in this passage.  Purpose, vision, goal setting and planning were all enveloped in God’s purpose for Abraham and his wife Sarah.  God wants to do the same with your life.  He wants to give you specifics.  Yes, give you details and a real plan of action.  

Genesis 17:1-9, 15-17

 And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the Lord appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect.

God will call you out for your appointment. Yet, we can seek the Lord with all our heart, mind, soul and strength and inquire of Him.   A friend told me about some of her God-
appointments;  they are amazing and beautiful.  Many of you have had mighty visitations from the Lord.  His presence is full of agape love, wonder, awe and His majestic holiness.  I too have experienced the awesome presence of Almighty God.  Wait on His Presence: in worship and prayer, He will come.

2 And I will make my covenant between me and thee, and will multiply thee exceedingly.

God is a God of Covenant and we as born again Sons of God, walk in a Holy Eternal Covenant with Him.  As we walk with Him, He will multiply us.  

3 And Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him, saying,

Abram honored God, by prostrating himself before Mighty Elohim, he was showing physical submission to our heavenly Father.

4 As for me, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thou shalt be a father of many nations.
5 Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but thy name shall be Abraham; for a father of many nations have I made thee.
6 And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of thee, and kings shall come out of thee.
7 And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee.

God will give you a name - Abram and Sarai were barren before this point.  There may be areas that are barren in your life, but God will make you fruitful indeed.  Instead of the name ‘BARREN’, I DECREE your name IS NOW ‘FRUITFUL’, in Jesus name. 

8 And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be their God.
9 And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my covenant therefore, thou, and thy seed after thee in their generations. 

This is My covenant which you shall keep, between Me and you and your descendants after you: Every male child among you shall be circumcised;

 11 and you shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskins, and it shall be a sign of the covenant between Me and you. 

12 He who is eight days old among you shall be circumcised, every male child in your generations, he who is born in your house or bought with money from any foreigner who is not your descendant. 

13 He who is born in your house and he who is bought with your money must be circumcised, and My covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant. 14 And the uncircumcised male child, who is not circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin, that person shall be cut off from his people; he has broken My covenant.”
15 And God said unto Abraham, As for Sarai thy wife, thou shalt not call her name Sarai, but Sarah shall her name be.
16 And I will bless her, and give thee a son also of her: yea, I will bless her, and she shall be a mother of nations; kings of people shall be of her.
17 Then Abraham fell upon his face, and laughed, and said in his heart, Shall a child be born unto him that is an hundred years old? and shall Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear?
It may seem impossible – it seemed impossible to Abraham and Sarah, they laughed, here they were 99 years old and 90 years old respectively, but God had a plan. God was in a blood covenant with them.  God is in a blood covenant with you through His Son, Jesus Christ.   I tell you today that it is not too late for you too.  I am here to testify and decree in your life that ALL THINGS ARE POSSIBLE in JESUS NAME! 

NOW, let’s about some lists you need to prepare: Your Purpose List, Your Vision List and now Your Goal List.  To be effective these things must be written down.  You need to look at the overall picture that is on your vision board (which I will get to later) nearly every day, not just once in a while, but nearly every DAY.  I’m serious, because if you do not do this, you are not being serious with your destiny.  I actually have mine on my desktop of my computer.  I created a picture of it on one of my programs, and made a wallpaper of it.  

Here are some good godly habits you need to look at.  Remember your relationship with Jesus is first – spend time with Him.  Then come your lists of purposes, vision and goals that are all in align with God’s Word.  That’s in addition to your prayer time, and devotional time.  Yes, this is a lot, but – let’s get serious about getting things accomplished in the Kingdom of God.  This is all about the Kingdom right?  Its not necessarily about ‘gimme gimme”.  For example, if you want to raise funds to build a Bore Well for fresh water in another country, you can to follow these godly principles and have great success.  

Write down at least 10 things you need to do to accomplish your vision, which is in line with your purpose.  These are your godly goals.  Be sure to set a time of completion so that you can effectively know when you are on track or not.  Some of 

my goals took over 10 years to complete and some are not completed yet.  For instance, I always wanted to go to Peter Island.  I had no idea where this island was.  I had kept it on my goals, and thought about it.  Honestly, it was not on my “big to do list” but just a desire.  Well 10 years later, I was going on a Missions Trip to the Caribbean, and the ministry there surprised our team with a trip to this island by a beautiful catamaran. This is an exclusive island, and it is VERY VERY hard to get there.  BUT GOD made a way.  I was shocked!  God loves to shock us with His goodness!

It is also important to note that God speaks through other people.  Part of your vision comes through Prophets of God. These specific things can be added to your vision board. Some amazing prophetic words will be released (imparted) to you by different prophets. But the word will “ring” in your heart.  If it doesn’t do that, just put it aside, and ask the Lord privately.  Not every word comes from the Lord.   Sometimes people are talking through their flesh.  This means that the word is just coming from their soul.  I think it important to be open to listen, and remember it will always be in sync with God’s Word.  


I feel led to release this word of caution, not everyone is of God.  In Numbers 22-24 we see that Balaam was an evil prophet and sorcerer in great error, plotting against Israel.  In these chapters you will get the complete story on how God got the attention of errant Balaam by using a donkey to speak to him and admonish him.  It was Balaam was hired to curse God’s people, this was a extremely serious error against God and Israel.  Let this be a warning to be aware of false prophets, and also for us – of what we ought not do.  Let us keep our words sweet to one another, full of love; believing all others dreams will come true as well.   I trust you will not go the way of Balaam, but be like Abraham, Sarah and the great men and women of faith, following after God fully.  Your life shall be glorious and full of majesty, in Jesus Name.  

That being said, your plans need to be written down, at first this can seem like a daunting task.  However, just write down your God given ideas for now.  That is the starting point in planning, getting a list of goals and objectives. Afterwards, they can be rearranged in order of importance.

ACTIVATING YOUR VISON, PURPOSE & PLAN WITH GODLY PRINCIPLES

Let’s see How Jesus Used His Words to Accomplish His Goals

The Power of Our Words

In the following passage of scripture in Mark 11, we see Jesus cursing a fig tree, and a few days later, they all go back and see that it has dried up from the roots.  Jesus knew this would happen.   It was a great object lesson for the disciples and it is also a good example for us.  Jesus wants to teach us His principles – Kingdom principles, so that we can achieve our God Ordained Purpose and Vision – which includes having a good life here on earth.

Mark 11:20-25 NKJV

Now in the morning, as they passed by, they saw the fig tree dried up from the roots. 21 And Peter, remembering, said to Him, “Rabbi, look! The fig tree which You cursed has withered away.”

22 So Jesus answered and said to them, “Have faith in God. 

23 For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and be cast into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says. 

24 Therefore I say to you, whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them, and you will have them.

25 “And whenever you stand praying, if you have anything against anyone, forgive him, that your Father in heaven may also forgive you your trespasses. 26 But if you do not forgive, neither will your Father in heaven forgive your trespasses.”

Jesus points to us saying that we must have faith in God.  We are to have faith in His promises and faith in His delegated authority that has been given to us.  Every believer in Jesus has received the measure of faith to use.  It is God Given Supernatural God Faith! It produces great results as we look to Jesus to confirm His principles and His word!  I almost want to shout that.  This faith that Jesus has given us is not natural faith – it is faith that is loaded with dynamite God Power.  Wow! Can you see it? Can you feel it?  If you are born again believer, you already have this faith! 

Let’s take a look at the points in this scripture.  The fig tree did not produce fruit when Jesus wanted it to have fruit.  He then cursed it, and the fig tree died.  This is very important, He did not curse people, and in fact just cursed something that was not bearing fruit.  (We too can curse things such as sickness, disease, or poverty and command it to leave our lives or others).  

The disciples clearly saw that the fig tree shriveled up and it appears they were surprised.  Jesus, knowing this would happen, went further in His teaching – He clearly had the full attention of His disciples.  

JESUS THEN TALKS ABOUT REMOVING MOUNTAINS.   If we see that something is in your way (not people), you can cast it out of the way.  You are casting away evil plantings, blockages, mountains and the like, according to the Lord’s ways of doing things.  

[There may be some plants in your spiritual life, your soul or your body you did not plant. The enemy (satan and his demons) did that. They may be wrong thoughts, unbiblical thinking etc.  You can curse these satanic plants and they will shrivel up just like the fig tree.  IN FACT, you may curse ‘evil plantings’ in others, but please let’s use discretion, love and discernment.  I would be sad to hear someone openly cursed someone in the middle of a meeting, but in your own private time, you can curse any evil planting (things not of God) and have them removed from their lives.  This happens often in deliverance by Senior Trained Leaders, but that is a topic for another day.]  

The key in being effective in this is you are NOT to DOUBT in YOUR HEART.  You must believe what you say SHALL come to pass.  This is extremely important.  WHATEVER things you ask must be in accordance with His will. We find that His will is according to His promises in the bible, which is His Word. (See scripture below)


1 John 5:14-15 NKJV

Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. 15 And if we know that He hears us, whatever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we have asked of Him.
The next point in Mark 11 above is that we must BELIEVE we receive what we are asking for – WHEN we PRAY.  That is the point of connection in the spirit between the Supernatural and the natural.  That is the point of transference.  It may not show up immediately, but then again it may.  The integral point is that this is when you will have a DIVINE ENCOUNTER and TRANSFERENCE in the spirit.  At this point you are connecting to God.  It is by His will it is transferred it to you and He says its quite ok to do this.  His qualification is that – if you are ‘abiding in Him’ and doing ‘your believing’ according to His will.  So clearly we must be born again, know the promises of God while using our God Faith to believe – so that we can pray and receive His will here in the earth.  

Hebrews 3:1-3 AMPC

So then, brethren, consecrated and set apart for God, who share in the heavenly calling, [thoughtfully and attentively] consider Jesus, the Apostle and High Priest Whom we confessed [as ours when we embraced the Christian faith].
2 [See how] faithful He was to Him Who appointed Him [Apostle and High Priest], as Moses was also faithful in the whole house [of God].
3 Yet Jesus has been considered worthy of much greater honor and glory than Moses, just as the builder of a house has more honor than the house [itself].
We see that Jesus upholds all things by His Word, which is FULL of POWER.  

Hebrews 1:2-3

[But] in the last of these days He has spoken to us in [the person of a] Son, Whom He appointed Heir and lawful Owner of all things, also by and through Whom He created the worlds and the reaches of space and the ages of time [He made, produced, built, operated, and arranged them in order].
3 He is the sole expression of the glory of God [the Light-being, the out-raying or radiance of the divine], and He is the perfect imprint and very image of [God’s] nature, upholding and maintaining and guiding and propelling the universe by His mighty word of power. When He had by offering Himself accomplished our cleansing of sins and riddance of guilt, He sat down at the right hand of the divine Majesty on high,
He also framed the worlds with His word.  WE ARE TO DO THE SAME.  We are made in God’s likeness and image and He wants us to do things just like He does things.  We are to frame our world according to His word.  Just as God had Adam name the animals: we are to use the creative power in us as Born Again Believers to do like our heavenly Father.  We are to act and behave and live as Sons of God.

Hebrews 11:1-3

Now faith is the assurance (the confirmation, the title deed) of the things [we] hope for, being the proof of things [we] do not see and the conviction of their reality [faith perceiving as real fact what is not revealed to the senses].
2 For by [faith—trust and holy fervor born of faith] the men of old had divine testimony borne to them and obtained a good report.
3 By faith we understand that the worlds [during the successive ages] were framed (fashioned, put in order, and equipped for their intended purpose) by the word of God, so that what we see was not made out of things which are visible.
CREATE A VISION BOARD 

Abraham was given visions from God, and as Sons born of God, so are we!  Expect to not only hear from God, but to be given visions.   Let’s look at the scriptures and get an example of this.

Hebrews 13:14-18

The Lord said to Abram after Lot had left him, Lift up now your eyes and look from the place where you are, northward and southward and eastward and westward;
15 For all the land which you see I will give to you and to your posterity forever.
16 And I will make your descendants like the dust of the earth, so that if a man could count the dust of the earth, then could your descendants also be counted.
17 Arise, walk through the land, the length of it and the breadth of it, for I will give it to you.
18 Then Abram moved his tent and came and dwelt among the oaks or terebinths of Mamre, which are at Hebron, and built there an altar to the Lord.
Sarah is noted in the “Great Hall of Faith” in the book of Hebrews as trusting God with the Vision given to her husband.  So must we trust God, knowing He is reliable and that He will do what He said He would do.

Hebrews 11:11-12

Because of faith also Sarah herself received physical power to conceive a child, even when she was long past the age for it, because she considered [God] Who had given her the promise to be reliable and trustworthy and true to His word.
12 So from one man, though he was physically as good as dead, there have sprung descendants whose number is as the stars of heaven and as countless as the innumerable sands on the seashore.


Now let us talk about creating a Vision Board.  A Vision Board is a pictorial view of your God given purpose and vision and plans.  It helps by putting what God has said to you before your eyes every day.  It is bringing the supernatural things of God into the earthly (natural) realm.  We note in Genesis 17 earlier that Abraham and his men were circumcised to acknowledge the covenant they had with God.  It was brought to their remembrance every day of their life.  Our hard heart has been circumcised at the new birth and became flesh in God’s hand.  Yet we did not have to be physically circumcised.  Yet we too can put ourselves in remembrance of what God has said, every day by a Vision Board.  It is a visual reminder of what God has said.

Create a Vision Board

Get one picture of each of your different purposes and vision and put them together in a collage format. This needs to go in a place where you can see it DAILY.  It may be on your laptop or on your fridge – that is up to you.  Here is one example I found on the internet:

From this list as set out earlier, you will find your top 3-4 goals you want to achieve firstly, follow this pattern for each item:

1. Write them down separately on individual index (3x5) cards

2. Write 4-5 statements on the back of the card that command action to happen:

a. It is easy for me to make money for this new car

b. I have a car set aside that God has hid for me

c. My new car is set for me

d. My heavenly Father gives me good gifts, and I appreciate and enjoy my new car

3. Declare them as completed works ie.  I am the owner of a new car

4. Visualize yourself in your new car

5. Get pictures of the car you want

6. Thank God for your new car

7. Pray in tongues over each goal daily

8. Write 4-5 statements on the back of the card that command action to happen:

a. It is easy for me to make money for this new car

b. I have a car set aside that God has hid for me

c. My new car is set for me

d. My heavenly Father gives me good gifts, and I appreciate and enjoy my new car

9.  Remember to be specific about your car (name the car type, style, model, color etc.)

You can use these principles to obtain these goals in every area of your life.  Yes, this will work for your church, as a soul winner, for your leaders, for your intimacy with Christ.  See yourself in this finished work, speak the work, affirm it every day, and follow Christ as you do this.  The bible says: seek ye first the Kingdom of God, and all these things shall be added unto you.

Keep these things in place for DAILY REVIEWING:

Your Vision Board – full of color in a place where you can view it.

Your Big Book of Goals – Yes, this is your SPECIAL BOOK – keep looking at it! Confessing it! Seeing it! Have a column on the side when it was completed.  

Your Goal Cards – the 3-4 things you are pressing into specifically that are most pressing .

Your Big Book of Prayer prayers, petitions supplications, requests that you have prayed and answers have been received – record down all answered prayers. Some of these will overlap with your Big Book of Goals.  That is ok, it is good to see it again.  Prayers come in many shapes and forms.  

Some people prefer to use a Journal Binder like shown earlier; it’s a personal choice.  You may need a separate book for each goal, as there will be steps all along the way.

Again, find out from the Lord, what is the first thing that is needed to be done.  We know that Abram had to get out of Haran.  That was God’s first instruction to him.  We see that in Genesis 12:1 that God told Abram to get out of that area.  God told Abram to leave; it was his launching point.  

Now – this does not mean you need to leave the ministry where you are serving. Noooo a thousand times no.  I am not saying that.  Very few will have to start their own ministry, but a solid loving pastor will help you with this God given vision.  Some people launch to early with great enthusiasm, others launch late in fear of hurting someone.   But you will have a personal launch point.   I encourage you to talk to your spouse if married, get into agreement with your spouse.  Then go to your pastor in regard to the launch of your dreams and goals. They should be a help in clarity, timing, understanding of your gifts and talents and deal with your own personal “blind spots”.  

I declare you will find your launching point in Jesus Name.

Genesis 12:1-3 NKJV

Now the Lord had said to Abram:
“Get out of your country,
From your family
And from your father’s house,
To a land that I will show you.
2 I will make you a great nation;
I will bless you
And make your name great;
And you shall be a blessing.
3 I will bless those who bless you,
And I will curse him who curses you;
And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.
As mentioned earlier in Genesis 17:1-17, Abram eventually became Abraham.  At 99 years of age, Abraham was given more direction from God.  He grew in stature and in wealth as he followed the God, and believed Elohim.  God encouraged Abraham; we need that type of encouragement too.  He was in covenant with God, a blood covenant that stood the test of time.  So are we, through the blood of Jesus.  Jesus is enforcing the words of our mouth and is an Eternal Covenant with us, as sons of God  as well.  

WISDOM & FAVOR 

To accomplish your God given dreams and goals, you will need God’s wisdom and His favor.  As we apply Godly principles, we are applying God’s Wisdom.  I will expound further in my next Ebooks on Favor and Wisdom.  Favor is a huge part of the Kingdom of God.  Jesus was FULLY man and also FULLY God yet we see in Luke 2:52 that He grew in wisdom and favor with God and with man.  

Luke 2:52 AMPC

And Jesus increased in wisdom (in broad and full understanding) and in stature and years, and in favor with God and man.
At the age of 13 Jesus was expounding with great wisdom to the Teachers of the Law of Moses and of the Prophets in the temple, what a humbling thought.  He was teaching in the synagogue, and they were amazed.   Now we, who are in Him, can also receive His wisdom and His favor.  Yes, we can grow in wisdom and in favor.  

Luke 2:46-47

After three days they found Him [came upon Him] in the [court of the] temple, sitting among the teachers, listening to them and asking them questions.
47 And all who heard Him were astonished and overwhelmed with bewildered wonder at His intelligence and understanding and His replies.
FAITH CONFESSIONS FOR FAVOR*

Here is a listing of ‘Faith Confessions’.  Remember Jesus is the High Priest over your confession. As you confess these biblical truths, God will back them up. 

 (Hebrews 3:1-3 above).

I believe in Jesus. I confess him as my LORD. I am justified by faith. I have been declared righteous. I am the righteousness of God in Christ. I have been reconciled. I am back in ‘favored status’ with God.

· I am increasing in favor with God and man. 

· I humble myself and receive more favor and grace in my life.

· I come boldly to the throne of Favor. I obtain mercy and Favor in the time of need. I ask you LORD for Favor.

· I am increasing in wisdom, knowledge and understanding, and I am increasing in Favor.

· I am a giver, and I enjoy Favor. God makes all Favor abound in my life, and I have sufficiency in all things.

· My gifts make room for me, and bring me before great men. I have Favor with influential and powerful people.

· I release my faith for Favor.

· I confess Favor for today and the future.

· I walk in divine Favor.

· I am clothed in Favor.

· I have a banner of Favor over my life.

· Favor lifts me above my enemies.

· Favor gives me multiplied victories.
