(Calif. POST Plan IV)

DESCRIPTION 
This two day comprehensive course will develop students as agency instructors in the use of diversionary

devices. It is only open to tactical team personnel designated by their agency as diversionary device instructors.

Topics of instruction include history & physics of diversionary devices, types of devices, general characteristics,

effects on the human body, pre-deployment concerns, criteria for use, proper deployment techniques, tactical

considerations, liability concerns, rendering safe, reloading, documentation, instructional techniques and other

related topics. Students will be required to prepare a short lesson plan and demonstrate the ability to instruct

others within a classroom setting. Students will also have to pass a written test as well as demonstrate

proficiency with their agency’s approved diversionary devices.

LEAD INSTRUCTOR
Jim Olson is a retired Cypress (CA) Police Department commander with 27 years of service in numerous roles including CAT, SWAT operator and commander. He also led a five-agency regional SWAT team in West Orange County. For 13 years, he taught at the Golden West College Criminal Justice Training Center as a SWAT academy instructor and lifetime fitness coordinator, and for the past decade he has instructed nationally in tactical operations, firearms, less lethal tools, critical incident management, and active-shooter response. Jim holds multiple POST certificates, a bachelor’s from CSU Long Beach, a master’s from UC Irvine, and is a graduate of key POST leadership programs.

EQUIPMENT.

At least one less lethal launcher (12ga and/or 37mm/40mm launcher) and at least 30 rounds of Department approved less lethal munitions per student, hearing protection, wrap-around eye protection and note taking material.  NTC Course certifications do not have specific time limits.  Students are encouraged to maintain their skills and knowledge.  To help accomplish this, it is N.T.C.’s policy that past students in good standing be allowed to attend future NTC courses in the same discipline within five years of the original attendance date at no additional tuition cost if the size of the class permits it.
