ACTIVE SHOOTER RESPONSE INSTRUCTOR

DESCRIPTION 
This 32-hour course will provide the student with the knowledge and ability to instruct his or her agency personnel in the history, tactics, and concepts necessary for law enforcement personnel responding to active shooter, rapid intervention critical incidents. Topics will include history, applicable tactics, instructor and scenario development, range drills, legal aspects and incident management issues. Two days of classroom will be followed by one day of practical application and one day on the range. Students will be required to demonstrate their proficiency with the firearm in active shooter-related drills, as an instructor during class presentations, and successfully pass a written test. LEAD INSTRUCTOR

Frank held roles as Patrol Watch Commander, Field Supervisor, and Homeless Liaison Unit Supervisor, and has spent nearly 18 years on SWAT in positions such as Senior Tactical Team Leader, Breacher, Sniper, and Entry Team Leader. Frank is a graduate of multiple leadership and tactical programs and is certified in a wide range of firearms, less-lethal, CQB, and active-shooter instruction. He also serves as an Adjunct Instructor and SME for LSU’s DHS-funded Academy of Counter Terrorist Education.
