People who believed the Old Testament promises and prophets would have known
when to look for Israel’s MESSIAH and promised king because DANIEL wrote in Daniel 9
that he would come 483 years after the commandment was given to rebuild

JERUSALEM.

Jesus was born right on time, and the angel GABRIEL told Mary that God would give to
him the throne of his father DAVID to reign over the house of Jacob (Israel) FOREVER
(Luke 1:32-33).

JOHN the Baptist was sent to prepare ISRAEL for the ministry of Christ (John 1:31).

Jesus Christ preached the “gospel of the kingdom, saying, ‘the TIME is FULFILLED, and
the kingdom of God is AT HAND’” (Mark 1:14).

Jesus Christ chose and sent 12 APOSTLES to preach “the gospel of the kingdom” to Israel
only (Matthew 10:5-10) and promised that, in the kingdom, they would sit on 12
THRONES, judging the 12 tribes of Israel (Matthew 19:28).

To believe in Jesus at this time meant to believe that he is the SON OF GOD and the
KING of Israel (John 1:49). Even the apostles, who preached the “gospel of the kingdom,”
did not yet understand that Christ would have to DIE and resurrect (Matthew 16: 21-22

and Luke 18:32-33). That was not the gospel (God’s good news) at this time.

Jesus Christ worked MIRACLES to prove that he was the promised Messiah, the Son of

God, and to show the people what the kingdom will be like (Luke 7:22).
