The cost to license a dog is $9.00 for a male or female, $6.50  for 

a spayed or neutered dog and $2.00 for a senior citizen over 65 years of 

age. If a puppy is too young to be altered the $6.50 fee will apply for 

the first license.

Last June we were all saddened by the loss of our favorite poet, Donald 
Hall. Here at the library, we remember him with a growing collection of 
his writings. His family has been gracious enough to donate several 
more of his books, most of which we did not already have. These in-
clude his last book, published in 2018, A Carnival of Losses: Notes 
Nearing Ninety. These essays cover his thoughts on aging, as well as 
memories of ñexuberant daysò of the past. It is a book that may make 
you feel sad, but also make you laugh, and it will, undoubtedly, make 
you feel grateful that there was such a man as Donald Hall who spent 
his time sharing his thoughts and wisdom.  

 Last spring, to celebrate reading, PBS released the list, based on a poll 
of more than 7000 American readers, of Americaôs top 100 favorite 
works of fiction and broadcast the Great American Read series, which 
discussed all of these choices. Readers were invited to vote for their fa-
vorite from the list to determine Americaôs best-loved novel. The results 
of the national voting were announced at the end of October. The win-
ner, To Kill a Mockingbird, was followed by Outlander, Harry Potter, 
Pride and Prejudice, Lord of the Rings, Gone with the Wind, Char-
lotteôs Web, Little Women, Chronicles of Narnia, Jane Eyre, and Anne 
of Green Gables.  

Each of the readers who participated in our survey all chose a different 
óbest-loved novelô so we cannot declare a Danbury winner. However, 
novels that were included on a list of favorites more than once included 
Lord of the Rings, To Kill a Mockingbird, The Poisonwood Bible and 
Pillars of the Earth. Considering how difficult it seemed for most of our 
readers to pick their one favorite novel, the conclusion we must reach is 
that there are many, many good books to be read, and reread, and if they 
are not all on your book shelves, please come to the library, for we have 
many of them.   

If you need a bookshelf for a small collection of books, the library has, 
a not fancy but sturdy, one for sale. It measures 36ò wide, 35 1/2ò high, 
9ò deep. You may leave a message at the library with any questions or 
with your best offer.
