Perhaps your houseplants have  
enjoyed time outside during these warmer months, but now it is time to 
begin to bring them back indoors as the evening temperatures become 
uncomfortably chilly. Officially, the 3rd week of the month is National 
Indoor Plant Week. Several books in the library, FLOWERING HOUSE 
PLANTS, FOLIAGE HOUSEPLANTS and CROCKETT’S INDOOR 
GARDEN, include useful information to successfully acclimate your 
plants back into indoor living, as they also improve your own healthy 
indoor environment during the winter months ahead.
