Entry Procedure Checklist: Complete the following steps before, during, and after a confined space entry: 

Step 1 

If possible, locate a site/facility responsible party and gather information. 

Step 2

Complete a Confined Space Entry Permit. 

Step 3 

Verify Confined Space Meters has been calibrated and are in working order 

Step 4 

Monitor/Meter the confined space prior to entry.  The entrant and attendant should sign the permit authorization section on the bottom of the permit to ensure all actions and conditions necessary for safe entry have been performed. 

Step 5 

Ensure all rescue equipment (e.g. tripod, retrieval line(s)) are in place prior to entry 

Step 6 

Employee entering the confined space should wear the 4-Gas Detector after the pre-atmosphere test.  The employee should also have a full body harness, dorsal connected retrieval line, and main-line if using a tripod.  Employee shall have a radio (or other means of communications) and any other necessary personal protective equipment. 

Step 7 
Perform a pre-entry briefing with all personnel. It is the Supervisor and Attendant’s responsibility to ensure the entrants know potential and likely hazards, tasks, communications plan, evacuation signals, and other pertinent information. 
Step 8 

Employee can enter the confined space once Step 7 is completed.  The entrant and attendant should continue to complete the Hazards of Confined Space and Special Requirements Sections of the Permit-Confined Space Entry Form once the employee is within the confined space to ensure accuracy. The entrant should also periodically report the readings on their meter for % Oxygen, % Explosive Gases, Carbon Monoxide, and Hydrogen Sulfide to the attendant to place on the Permit Form. 

Step 9 

The attendant should maintain constant communication with the entrant(s) until the entrant has exited the confined space. 

Step 10 

The attendant should contact the Supervisor once the entrant has exited the confined space. 

Step 11

Once the event is complete, the Supervisor must Close the permit and sign, date, and record the time accordingly.
