Player Expectations 
 
 Players, the Next Level Baseball NC coaching staff has very high expectations for the 
upcoming season. These expectations do not necessarily result in the win/loss column. The 
following expectations include: 
  

1. Players will be prompt & prepared for school and will behave in a positive manor. 
2. Players will be prompt & prepared for team practices, games and events. 
3. Players will treat all coaches, fans, umpires and opponents with respect. 
4. Players will turn in grade reports each month (with parent permission). 
5. Players must give 100% effort and have the HARD 90 mindset.  

 
Parent Expectations 
 

1. Parents agree to TRUST and SUPPORT the decisions of the coaching staff. 
2. Parents will not approach the dugout during practice or game time.  
3. Parents will not coach their son from the stands.  
4. Parents will refrain from confrontation with the officials and opponents.  

 
Our goal is to help your son grow athletically, mentally and spiritually. We want your son to 
have FUN before anything else and strive to be the best person/player he can be. When joining 
NLB NC, you are ENTRUSTING the coaching staff with your son and believing that we have his 
best interest in mind.  
 
Policies 
 
 The following information will serve as the guidelines for the NLB NC program. 
 

1. No jewelry on the baseball field, per the High School Athletic Associations. 
2. All accessories must match the team uniform- navy, red, white. 
3. Shirts must be tucked in at all times with a belt for practice or games. 
4. Baseball socks must be worn on the baseball field, no ankle socks.  
5. Players must arrive in turf shoes for pre-game or hitting (no slides).  
6. Players must bring all necessary equipment to practices or games.  
7. Players can be late for practice/game with pre-approval or notice to the coaching staff. 

 
If you have questions regarding playing time or any other team issue, you must schedule a time 
to talk to your coach on a non-baseball day. If the conversation is not settled, then the parent 
will schedule a time to speak with the coach and Corbin Weeks on a non-baseball day.
