How it all began...

Hollywood, CA - December 15, 1991
marked the beginning of a dramatic change
in the personal life of Akron, Ohio Artist
and Designer, Donald Thornton. After
moving to Los Angeles to pursue his career
in Art in 1990, Don was shot and robbed
during a random drive-by shooting that left
him near Death and required 8 months of
healing broken bones and shattered dreams.
It was a rude awakening to the harsh
realities of the desperate times we live in
today. But Don was determined to change
a negative into a positive and used the
tragedy as his motivation to establish Don’t
Give Up! Incorporated.

Don ultimately learned that if you
contribute to the Masters plan, you become
necessary to the plan. “When you are shot,
dying and lying in a pool of your own blood,
alot of desperate thoughts race through your
mind”, Don recalls. “You begin to panic,
go into shock, and become fearful as to
whether or not you are worthy of entering
The Kingdom of Heaven?” I prayed to
God to give me another chance, to be less
material and less selfish, I want to truly give
something meaningful back to Life,
something back to you God, he recalls. As
my mind and soul waned and I wrestled
with the spectre of death, a calm reassuring
voice in the core of my mind began saying
over and over again, Don’t Give Up!

As fate would have it, he didn’t give up,
Don’s life was spared and by August of
1993, he teamed up with motivational
speaker Jewel Diamond Taylor. They
officially launched his crusade for life with
the Don’t Give Up!, Project Flood Relief,
on behalf of the victims of the Midwest
Flood Crisis. By 1994, his Senior Vice-
President, Joseph C.Jordan and Vice-
President, Willie James, came on board to
upgrade operations, manage finances, kick-
off the Let’s Stamp Out AIDS! project and
helped expand his infant non-profits
marketing arm.

By 1995, Don brought on board, Cleveland,
Ohio. Military Veteran and Don’t Give Up,
VicePresident, Malcolm McConnell, to
begin networking and rallying the East
Coast regional markets, Mr. McConnell.
who's son passed away with AIDS in 1995,
began recruiting volunteers to help
codevelop the Gift For Life Enter-
tainment Coalition and pave the way for
Don Thornton's permanent return to Ohio
in June of 1998.
