On December 31, 1935, the coolest board game was patented and 
invented. Since that day, it has been translated into 37 languages and 
evolved into over 200 licensed and localized editions for 103 countries 
across the world. Charles B. Darrow of Germantown, PA created the game 
known today as Monopoly during the Great Depression. In 1934, he 
presented the game to executives at Parker Brothers and was rejected. A 
year later, after he sold 5,000 homemade copies of the game. Parker 
Brothers later bought the game. Monopoly is still a great gift to buy for the 
holidays, because it's all about keeping and giving money and learning 
how to play for fun. Monopoly now comes in different animated versions for 
kids like Disney, Spongebob, Pokemon and Mario Brothers!

Did you know that December marks the 35th anniversary 
of Kidsongs? Kidsongs is a show where children have 
fun singing and dancing to songs like Little Blue Wonder, 
and B.I.N.G.O. In 1992, Kidsongs made their first 
mascots Billy and his older sister Ruby in 1993. Billy and 
Ruby hosted Kidsongs on PBS from 1999 to 2002.
