John 1:14  NLT  So the Word became human and made his home among us. He was full of unfailing love and faithfulness. And we have seen his glory, the glory of the Father’s one and only Son.
John  1:18  NLT No one has ever seen God. But the unique One, who is himself God, is near to the Father’s heart. He has revealed God to us.
John 14:8-11  NLT  8. Philip said to him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is enough for us. ” 9. Jesus said to him, “Have I been with you so long, and you still do not know me, Philip? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? 10. Do you not believe that I am in the Father and the Father is in me? The words that I say to you I do not speak on my own authority, but the Father who dwells in me does his works. 11. Believe me that I am in the Father and the Father is in me, or else believe on account of the works themselves. 
Hebrews 1:1-3  NLT 1. Long ago God spoke many times and in many ways to our ancestors through the prophets. 2. And now in these final days, he has spoken to us through his Son. God promised everything to the Son as an inheritance, and through the Son he created the universe. 3. The Son radiates God’s own glory and expresses the very character of God, and he sustains everything by the mighty power of his command. When he had cleansed us from our sins, he sat down in the place of honor at the right hand of the majestic God in heaven
Genesis 32:30  NLT Jacob named the place Peniel (which means “face of God”), for he said, “I have seen God face to face, yet my life has been spared.
Exodus 33:11  NLT Inside the Tent of Meeting, the LORD would speak to Moses face to face, as one speaks to a friend. Afterward Moses would return to the camp, but the young man who assisted him, Joshua son of Nun, would remain behind in the Tent of Meeting.
Exodus 33:19-20  NLT 19. The LORD replied, “I will make all my goodness pass before you, and I will call out my name, Yahweh, before you. For I will show mercy to anyone I choose, and I will show compassion to anyone I choose. 20. But you may not look directly at my face, for no one may see me and live.” 
1 John 3:2  NLT Dear friends, we are already God’s children, but he has not yet shown us what we will be like when Christ appears. But we do know that we will be like him, for we will see him as he really is.
Revelation 22:3-4  NLT 3. No longer will there be a curse upon anything. For the throne of God and of the Lamb will be there, and his servants will worship him. 4. And they will see his face, and his name will be written on their foreheads. 
Ezekiel 39:28-29  NLT  28. Then my people will know that I am the LORD their God, because I sent them away to exile and brought them home again. I will leave none of my people behind. 29. And I will never again turn my face from them, for I will pour out my Spirit upon the people of Israel. I, the Sovereign LORD, have spoken!” 
Numbers 6:24-26   ESV  24.The Lord bless you and keep you; 25.the Lord make his face to shine upon you and be gracious to you; 26. the Lord lift up his countenance upon you and give you peace. 
Psalm 34:16  ESV The face of the Lord is against those who do evil, to cut off the memory of them from the earth.
2 Chronicles 7:14   NLT Then if my people who are called by my name will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, I will hear from heaven and will forgive their sins and restore their land.
