1.Tell child before event what behavior you expect, perhaps the night before

2.Tell them in the morning before the event
3.Tell them just before the event
The way that you "tell" your child this information can take on a variety of learning styles. If you are taking
them to meet a new family for the first time you could:
1. Tell them as best you can what to expect (audial learning)
2. Show them pictures of the new friends (visual learning)
3. Role-play with action, dolls, cars, ect (kinesthetic learning)

This repetition provides an opportunity for your child to learn and practice the new and potentially scary event.
