CALL YOUR CHILD’S SCHOOL FOR APPOINTMENTS & ADDITIONAL INFO

Children who will be 5 years of age on or before September 1, 2023,
are eligible for Kindergarten. Students turning 5 between 9/2/23

and 4/2/24 are eligible for Transitional Kindergarten (TK).
PARENTS MAY NEED THE FOLLOWING ITEMS DURING THE

REGISTRATION PROCESS (CHECK WITH SCHOOL TO VERIFY):
• Original Birth Certificate (or passport or baptismal certificate)
• Child’s Immunization Records 
• Health Checkup – Report of Health Examination for School Entry
• Oral Health Assessment
• Emergency Phone Numbers/Contacts • Legal Documents
 (i.e. custody orders, restraining orders, if appropriate) 
• Health Insurance Policy Number 
• Proof of Residency (i.e. current utility bill with name and address) 
• The enrolling kindergartner may need to be present
