January 21, 1965—Election of original North-Linn Board of Education.

January 25, 1965—First Board Meeting & election of Ivan Gritman, President.

February 9, 1965—School Board appointed R. J. Henderson, Secretary of Board of Education.

March 15, 1965—School Board appointed Joe A. Barker, Superintendent.

July 1, 1965—O0fficial beginning of North-Linn Community School District. The school district operated three separate
schools during the 1965-66 year. The new school district colors of Maroon & White were selected. The team nickname of
“Lynx” was selected.

July 1, 1966—Second year of the district operation with three academic centers, but combined the athletic teams.

December 7, 1966—Bond Issue for $625,000 approved at the Special Election.

June 28, 1967—Bids were let for construction of the new Senior High Building.

August 28, 1967—All North-Linn Senior High classes held at Coggon Center. All Junior High classes held at Walker Center.
Elementary classes held in Coggon, Troy Mills, and Walker. Also, the Coggon Sth and 6th were transported to the Troy
Mills Center.

August 28, 1968—All Junior High classes held at the Troy Mills Center. Elementary classes held in Coggon and Walker
Centers. Senior High Classes remained in the Coggon Center.

January 8, 1969—First day Senior High Classes were held in the new Senior High Building.

May 4, 1969—Dedication and Open House for New Senior High at 2:00 p.m.
