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PARENT DROP-OFF AND PICK-UP PROCEDURES

event.  

• Drop-off time is no later than 18:20 hours to allow cadets to form up for Colours and Prayers Parade.  

• Parents are welcome to remain and observe the opening Colours & Prayers parade at 18:30 hours.  

• Pick-up time is 20:30 hours following Sunset Parade, presentations, and announcements.  

• Parents are encouraged to attend Sunset Parade and may take photographs during any awards or 
presentations their cadet receives.  

 
OBSERVERS AND GUESTS – MARKS OF RESPECT  

 
Visitors and parents observing the evening’s parades are respectfully reminded of naval traditions and expected 
marks of respect during the ceremonies. Observers may be requested to stand at various times, including:  
 

• During the playing of “O Canada” (National Anthem).
