All these competitions signify that our students are constantly striving themselves to upgrade beyond the textbooks and classrooms.
 KSVM organized an adventure trip to Palakkad Fantasy Theme Park for students in grades 4 to 10 while students in grades 1 to 3 enjoyed visit to Jump in Joy and Vellode Bird Sanctuary at Erode.
