GUIDELINES FOR ARTIST SUPPORT FROM THE SAINT LOUIS CHAPTER OF THE NATIONAL SOCIETY OF ARTS AND LETTERS

The Saint Louis Chapter of the National Society of Arts and Letters (NSAL) has established a fund to support young artists from the ages of 14 through 30.  Applicants must demonstrate exceptional talent and promise of future success. The artistic support funds are for private study, for specific training, or for special needs relating to the applicant’s field of artistic endeavor, including: art, dance, drama, literature, musical theater and music. The applicant may receive up to $1,000 in any one year. The funds may not be used for high school or college tuition.

Applicant Eligibility:

1. Applicants must be from the ages of 14 through 30 at the time of application.  

2. Proof of age in the form of a copy of your birth certificate or passport must be provided.    

3. Applicants must specify the purpose for the grant:  

a. Private study

b. Specific training

c. Special needs relating to your artistic field of endeavor

4.  Applicants must submit a detailed budget on how the funds are to be used.


5. Applicants may apply once per year.  

6. Applicants may reapply for a grant after one year has passed.  

7. Applicants may compete in the NSAL Career Awards Competition.  

8. At the end of 12 months a form will be sent asking you to verify the use of the

funds. Please complete and return the form within three weeks.

Applicant Responsibility:


1. Complete application form. Applications will be acknowledged within 10 days.


2.  Mail the following:

a. Your résumé

b. Two letters of recommendation

3. Please mail the following material as relevant to your field: (Material will be returned)

a. Program from a concert or exhibit of your work.

b. Published review of your work. 

c. Copy of certificate(s) of accomplishment.

d. Video of a performance  

e. Chapter from your novel

f.  3 Completed poems

g. An article ready for publication

h. CD of artwork, showing a minimum of six works
Adjudication:
The Artist Support Committee of the Saint Louis Chapter of the National Society of Arts and Letters will process all applications for financial assistance. Awards will be given on the basis of artistic merit and financial need. The Saint Louis Chapter reserves the right to grant or deny requests for financial assistance and the right to determine the amount of the award. Awards may be given to the same individual more than once, but not within a calendar year.
