A resolution to change the Scholarship recipi-
ent’s eligibility was presented and adopted. It
was changed from the recipient being required to
attend Degree Day or Great Plains Conference
or a State Grange Gathering and must also at-
tend the State Grange Session where they ex-
cept the Scholarship. Now for at least the next
two years the recipient only is required to come
to the State Grange Session on either Friday or
Saturday of the session to except the Scholar-
ship. All other requirements still apply.

Also, during the State Session with the help of
the Grange Mutual Insurance board, our Execu-
tive Board voted to offer a new scholarship, the
Brad Keeton Memorial Scholarship to any eligi-
ble Oklahoma State Grange member. This will
be a $2,500 scholarship that the recipient can
only receive once. The recipient will be required
to be an active 4™ Degree or higher member and
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will need to submit a 500-word essay and must
come to State Session on Saturday night to ex-
cept the Scholarship. This Scholarship applica-
tion will appear in the March, 2022 Sooner
Granger paper and will need to be turned by May
1%, 2022.

The National Grange Convention this year was
held in Wichita KS. On November 9" thru 13"
2021. We had twenty-eight Oklahoma Grangers
attend and help throughout the Convention. Eve-
ryone that attended helped out behind the
scenes in one way or another, from being judges
for contests to steaming the Seventh-Degree
clothing and being Deputies at the outer gate
during session, and sometimes they were just
the muscle for the task at hand. We had four
Youth that were on the Youth drill team and
opened the Convention on Friday morning Nov.
12, 2021. Ann Keeton was Master, Cody Allen
was Overseer, JackLynn Keeton was Gatekeep-
er and Carlie Conrady was Ceres, they each did
an excellent job. While there Travis Knight was
part of the National Grange Youth trivia contest
and did very well. All of our Youth represented
Oklahoma very well.

During the Convention, Oklahoma First Lady
Welina Shufeldt was re-elected National Flora
and she graciously excepted.

Also, during the Convention, a resolution was
presented and adopted, to look into selling the
National Grange building. It was a very long
week for everyone, but | think everyone had a
great time.
