He
reported to the Board that he and Supervisor Pixley have been discussing appropriating
funds to cover the cost of the new fire station. Senator Zorn said that he was hoping to
get the appropriations allocated in the State Budget this year but did not succeed at
doing so. However, Senator Zorn shared good news that in the fall there will be a
supplemental that will pick up appropriations that did not get approved. He said that
the goal is to get the funding for the new fire station this fall.

Luke and Rachael Gregg: Rachael explained to the Board that excessive fireworks were
being set off at the Driggs Dairy Farm during the Fourth of July weekend. She said that
the noise level was extremely loud, frightening their pets and children. The noise level
made it almost impossible to sleep as the fireworks were being set off until 1:00 am. She
asked the Board if there was a noise ordinance and if there was anything that could be
done to regulate future fireworks displays. Fire Chief Paul Rohlan explained that the
State of Michigan has changed the fireworks laws for 2022, and the best thing to do in
the future is to contact the Sheriff’'s Department. The Board stated that the Township
does not have a noise ordinance and that it is something that needs to be considered.

Supervisor Pixley met with
the Drain Commission to review the deficit of the Palmyra Township Collection System
O & M. Supervisor Pixley said that the Board will need to consider increasing the billing
fee to catch up.
