I wanted to take a minute to tell you how we have operated this year. Given this was a

tough year because we weren’t able to have any Board meetings, and only a few

General Meetings, we still made great strides! Because of your great generosity...we

were still able to do and did do great things!

% Plus, we have Garden Club Federation, State, District and Endowment Dues.

% We also sponsor 2 scholarships.

Our members donate countless hours of their time and
talent to make our club so special, and to beautify our neighborhood. I'm lucky to be
part of such a giving organization.
