2. Highest Current Average from the 2025/26 season will be used of December 5, 2025 with a minimum 15 games. To be eligible, you
must be a USBCY youth bowler in a State of Delaware Youth League. Youth bowlers sanctioned through Maryland (Millsboro Lanes
Only) are also eligible to bowl in this tournament. All bowlers will bowl in their current year age divisions. Age as of Dec 5, 2025.

3. Dress Code: Participants in the Tournament must be neat in appearance and meet the following dress code rules:

a. Shirts — Athletes must wear shirts that have a collar like golf or polo shirts. Jerseys and/or T-shirts from a youth bowling
program/ bowling center/pro shop or USBC are acceptable.

b. Shirts must cover the entire midriff area or be tucked in.

5. Bowlers arriving late will begin play and the score will count beginning with the current frame then being bowled. Missed frames
will be credited with a zero.
6. HANDICAP: 90% of 240.
7. SCORING: 2 games bumpers, 4 games all others, on same pair, with handicap. Highest score plus handicap will determine the
winner.
8. TIES: If a tie occurs for first place, a roll-off of one full game will be rolled to break the tie. Other places will prorate prize.
9. Claims for errors in scoring or general playing rules must be made to the tournament director no later than 30 minutes after
completion of the tournament. Questionable errors shall be decided upon by the tournament director before the awards are distributed.
The decision of the tournament director will be final unless an appeal is made in accordance with rule 329. Each protest under this rule
must be specific.
