The Oconto Village Board met in regular session February 9, 2026, at the Village Office with the following present: Chairperson Karen Dockweiler, Trustees Mason Heath, Blake Feddersen and Jared Eggleston.  Also present, Lanett Conroy, Clayton Oxford.
At 7:07 Chairperson Dockweiler called the meeting to order to discuss, consider and take all necessary actions regarding agenda items. Reference to the meeting being conducted in accordance with the Open Meetings Act.

Minutes: Minutes from Jan. 12, 2026 were read. 
Delinquent accounts: 19 delinquent accounts, 9 letters will be sent out. 
Clerk’s report: CPPD will come out to look at trees and get off the lines near Café’. Safety grant items are ordered, should be here within the week. Still trying to find funds for internet at library. 
Eggleston makes a motion to approve all consent agenda items with approval to pay all remaining bills when more money comes in, motion seconded by Feddersen, AMPVF, MC.
Deed of reconveyance was signed and will be sent to Marsh Law Office. 
Heath makes a motion to accept a refinance on loan to NE Dept of Water for Lift Station to decrease annual payment, seconded by Eggleston. AMPVF, MC.
The Village website will be renewed for another year. 
ORDINANCE FOR PARKING 3-132 First Reading
ORDINANCE 3-132  PARKING - FRONT, SIDE AND REAR YARD VEHICLE PARKING:
1. The parking of vehicles shall be prohibited in the front yard, side yard or rear yard (except on a driveway) unless the vehicle is parked on an asphalt, concrete or other approved hard surface slab, a minimum of 162 square feet. A Recreational vehicle, boat or trailer may be parked in the side or rear yard if it is not nearer than 2' from the lot line; or on a concrete driveway if space is not available in the rear yard or side yard; or there is no reasonable access to the rear yard.
PARKING - RECREATIONAL VEHICLE, TRAILER AND BOAT PARKING AND STORAGE
1. Parking is permitted in any enclosed structure which conforms to the zoning requirements.
2. Parking is permitted outside in the side or rear yards, provided it is not nearer than 2 feet to the lot line. A permit from the Village is necessary for anyone to rent out space in an RV Park. The RV Park must have access to water and be graveled where RV’s are parked. 
3. Parking is permitted outside on a concrete driveway, provided:
a. Space is not available in the rear or side yard or there is no reasonable access to either the side or rear yards. A corner lot is always deemed to have reasonable access to the rear yard and a fence or hedge is not necessarily deemed to prevent reasonable access;
b. Inside parking is not possible.
c. The unit is parked perpendicular to the front curb.
4. The body of the recreational vehicle or boat must be at least 15' from the face of any curb, and no part of the unit may extend over the public sidewalk or right-of-way.
5. Parking is only permitted for storage purposes and the recreational vehicle or trailer shall not be:
a.Used for dwelling purposes, except for overnight sleeping for a maximum of 14 days in any year unless parked in Permitted RV Park.
b. Permanently connected to sewer, water or electricity. The recreational vehicle may be connected to electricity temporarily for charging batteries and other purposes.
6. A unit may be parked anywhere on the premises during active loading or unloading, and use of electricity or propane fuel is permitted when necessary to prepare a recreational vehicle for use.
7. The unit shall be owned by the resident on whose property the unit is parked for storage unless the resident has an RV Parking Permit.
8. A Recreational Vehicle Park (renting out spaces for RV’s to park at) needs to be approved by the Village Board by filling out a RV Park Permit available at the Village Office. All RV’s must have access to water, sewer and electricity. The RV Park must have gravel or cement parking spots for each individual RV parking.  The Village Board has the right to deny or approve any RV Park permit on a case by case basis. 
Ordinance was approved with motion from Heath, seconded by Feddersen. AMPVF, MC.
Second reading of Ordinance will be March 9, 2026
Feddersen gave water report. Feddersen will look into a water jetter to have on hand. 
Oxford gave maintenance report.
