Using the Small Catechism and the Bible, he asked 
questions and received answers; he was asked questions, 
and led them into God’s Word for the answers. 
Vyson credits the teaching he received at Matongo for 
his understanding of the Gospel. We know it is the Holy 
Spirit, who will continue to guide him as he studies.
