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The Just Shall Live By Faith 
 
As believers in the Lord Jesus Christ, God has equipped us with one of the greatest instru-
ments of victorious Christian living: Faith. 
 

This marvelous faith we have attained did not come by our own merit or labor. It came by 
hearing the word of God, coupled with a desire to change, a gift given to us so that we 
could believe in God. The scripture declares in Romans 10:17 and Ephesians 2:8, 9 re-
spectively, “so then faith cometh by hearing and hearing by the word of God” and 
“for by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of 
God.” God’s wonderful grace, supplied the faith to us, so that we might be saved. 
 

Now, not only have we as believers obtained salvation by faith, we must also live by faith 
in order to please God. There is no other scripture in the whole Bible that so quantitatively 
and clearly instructs the believer than, “THE JUST SHALL LIVE BY FAITH” (Habakkuk 
2:4, Romans 1:17, Galatians 3:11 & Hebrews 10:38). 
 

The question some may have now is, “who are the just?” The just are those individuals 
who have repented of their sins, believed on and confessed Jesus Christ as their Savior 
and Lord. They are justified (made right by God) by faith and now have peace with God 
(Romans 5:1). 
 

Our ultimate goal in life as servants of the most-high God is to please Him. The word of 
God emphatically states that the only way to please God is by faith. “But without faith it 
is impossible to please Him; for he that cometh to God must believe that He is, and 
that He is a rewarder of them that diligently seek Him.” (Hebrews 11:6) You will have 
various emotions while serving God, but you cannot live only by your emotions and please 
Him You will have different feelings, but you cannot live by them and please God. The only 
way the just can please God is to live by FAITH. 
 

Your next question might be, “what is faith?” Faith is the warranty deed that the thing for 
which you have fondly hoped for is at last yours. It is the substance of the things hoped 
for, the evidence of things not seen. Allow me to reiterate, faith is simply believing what 
God’s word says and exercising that belief with corresponding action. 
 

In my closing the truth of the matter is, we are living in some very turbulent times, times of 
violence, economic uncertainty and morally declining culture. But there is one thing that 
will never change, it has and always will stand the test of time and that is the word of God. 
The Apostle Peter says so eloquently in his epistle, “For all flesh is as grass, and all the 
glory of man as the flower of grass. The grass withereth, and the flower thereof 
falleth away, but the word of the Lord endureth forever.” In the gospel of Matthew 
24:35 it states, “Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words shall not pass 
away.” 
 

So, my brothers and sisters in the Lord, when you’ve done all to stand, stand on God’s 
word, appropriate his promises and victory will be assured.

GAME CHANGER  
GAME CHANGER is an after school mentoring program for grades 9-12, with 
activities for grades 6-8 as well offering free age-appropriate, tutoring in math/

reading, art classes, drama classes, music appreciation and lessons, expose to non
-traditional sports, and dance classes.  Also providing job skills/employment 

readiness, including resume building, financial responsibility and encourage to 
dress for success. 

All youth will be required to perform at least 1-2 hours of community service a month, to show a sense a 
responsibility towards their community.  We will build and empower youth leadership and mentors with 

our older youth, so that they can become role models to the younger generation. 

Our foundation stands upon 2 foundation concepts: 

1st:  It takes a village to raise a child 

..indicating the who and where, in this case it is the citizens, businesses, authority figures, etc. in the city 

of New, Castle 

2nd:  Train up a child in the way he should go and when he gets old he will not depart from it 

...which indicates how a child is raised. Morals, values, faith, manners, beliefs etc. 
Important Note:  Our services are not created to be in competition with other agencies/programs, but serve as an 
extension to what is already available, and needed; Furthermore, we support and or are willing to collaborate 
with  other entities/programs.
