CONSTITUTION
ARTICLE V: OFFICERS AND DUTIES 
The officers of Wapiti Bowmen shall consist of: President, Vice President of Property Maintenance, Vice President of Outdoor, Vice President of Indoor, Vice President of Bow Hunting, Vice President of Membership and Publicity and Outreach, Vice President of Bow Hunter Education, Secretary/Editor, Treasurer, OBH Representative, Concessions Director, Editor, Director of Outdoor and Director of Indoor Director of Membership and Webmaster. 
1.  President: Shall preside at all business and board meetings, appoint committees and shall in general perform the duties incident to his/her office. The President shall be ex-officio member of all Committees except the nominating committee.
2.
Vice Presidents:

a.  Vice President of Property Maintenance:  shall be responsible for maintaining all club property and equipment.  May call work parties or use club member volunteers as needed for property maintenance activities.
b.  Vice President of Outdoor: shall be responsible for all activities incident to outdoor shooting with the exception of bow hunting. Outdoor tournaments, range readying, trophies, parking, etc. He/she Shall appoint committees and call work parties as needed. 
c. Vice President of Indoor: shall be responsible for all activities incident to indoor shooting and indoor tournaments. mail-in tournaments, readying of indoor range and targets, trophies, refreshments, etc. He/she shall be responsible for upkeep of building and surrounding landscape.
d. Vice President of Bow Hunting: shall be in charge of activities related to bow hunting, Scheduled Club hunts, processing Big and Small game awards, maintenance of records for Bow Hunter of the Year Contest. He/she Shall be responsible for the photo contest.  Shall conduct the installation of officers at the annual club banquet.
e.  Vice President of Membership / Publicity and Outreach: shall secure favorable publicity in local newspapers, radio and television for all club activities and functions. Keep historical records of Wapiti Bowmen (i.e., scrapbooks, taking photos, etc.). Follow up on members who have dropped out of the club. Will handle membership promotions and drives. Will handle notification of newspapers and radio stations when a special event is taking place.  Will prepare flyers for club shoots.
f.  Vice President of Bow Hunter Education: shall set up and coordinate bow hunter education classes sponsored by Wapiti Bowmen. Set dates, time, place and procure instructors and teaching materials (lesson books, teaching aids and student cards), advertisement of class. Keep instructors current on certification. Must be a certified Bow Hunter Education instructor. 

3.  Secretary / Editor: shall keep all records such as minutes of all meetings and read them at the next meeting. Shall be responsible for all activities incident to a club newsletter.  Shall keep and maintain archives of club meeting minutes for a period of at leat 10 years and shall maintain archives of other club documentation.
4.  Treasurer: shall keep all financial records of this organization, collect dues, keep accurate records of receipts and disbursements and submit treasurer books for audit. Shall be responsible for keeping the club's membership rolls and records.  Shall send out timely notice of membership renewals.  Shall send out membership cards and electronic key cards.
5.  OBH Representative: may be abbreviated to OBH Rep., will represent Wapiti Bowmen as their Field Governor and/or Game Committeeman for all OBH meetings and functions requiring their attendance.
a.  He/she will be a member in good standing of Oregon Bow Hunters during their term of office. 

b.  Keep the club informed of all OBH activities, rules and regulations regarding general business or hunting interests.

c.  The Executive Board shall appoint an alternate OBH club member in case he/she is unable to attend meetings or functions.

6.  Concessions Director: shall be responsible for having a concessions stand at each Wapiti Bowmen Tournament or as directed by the Board of Directors, making up menus for each the concessions stand and setting food prices, purchase of food and equipment, procuring donated food items from club members, get club members to work in concession stand, responsibility for storing and keeping an accurate inventory of all equipment and foods. Appoint (as needed) a committee to help him/her with these responsibilities.
7. Director of Outdoor: will assist the Vice President of Outdoor, serve on committees as appointed. 

8. Director of Indoor: will assist the Vice President of Indoor, serve on committees as appointed. 

a. Will conduct the installation of officers at the annual club banquet. 
7.  Director of Membership:  shall be responsible for keeping the club's membership rolls and records.  Shall send out timely notice of membership renewals.  Shall send out membership cards and electronic key cards.  Shall work in close coordination with the Treasurer to keep membership roles current.
8.  Webmaster:  shall be responsible for administering, maintaining and updating the club's web site.  Shall occasionally solicit information from club members in order to maintain and robust and effective we presence for the club.
