She cleaned houses for
many people on Hunting-
ton Blvd and in the
Sunnyside area. These were
the “Financially Stable
People” of the 1940’-50’s.

Mom was a great cook. We ate like
rich people every night. All prepared by
my Mother. She was the very best.

Mom & I went to church 2-3 times a
week. I accepted Jesus as my Savior
when I was 5-6 years old. Mom was a
solid Christian! My sister Betty is 18 years
older than me. My Brother Fred is 10
years older than me.

Our Dad never went to church with
us. Pop was an alcoholic. By the time I
got home from school, he was already
“juiced”. It didn’t take much for him to
be drunk. Many nights my Mom & 1
would carry him to bed and some nights,
we would let him sleep on the floor.

When I was 16 — August 1959 — just
before my senior year at Roosevelt
High School, my Mom went into the
hospital for surgery. They found she had
Colon cancer. Mom underwent a major
surgery and died a couple days later in
the hospital from a heart attack! I was
devastated!!

I basically walked away from The
Lord at that time. I went to church oc-
casionally, but I was not memorizing
verses or doing Bible Studies.

In short, I lived on my own while at
Fresno State.

I ate with
them often.

Barbara & I got married on June 14,
1964. 1 signed a Baseball contract
with the  California Angels & played
Pro Ball 1964-67 — not in the Major

I was very fortunate to play for the

Jake Abbott at Roosevelt. The Angels
gave me a Minor League Managing
position in 1967-68 & then I was
fortunate to be moved into the Front
Office of the Angels at

Director from 1968-1977. In those jobs —

you get “Hired” to get “Fired”. Our
Angels Team had a bad year in 1977 —
I was fired.

I joined my Brother Fred with New
York Life & we moved back to Fresno
from Anaheim in 1980. Barbara & I
and our son Kirk and our daughter
Beth attended church occasionally, but |
was a long ways away from The Lord
Jesus. Then on May 1, 1985 thru a
family crisis — I cried out to Jesus and
said — “I know all about you, but I am
not following you. Please forgive me of
my many sins and today I recommit
my life to you”.

My life totally changed! We became
very involved with our church.
Someone invited me to CBMC. I met
Warren New who took me thru
“Operation Timothy”. 1 began meeting
with several men every week leading
Bible studies. Around 1988-89 I met
Dave Simmons — the Founder of Dad,
The Family Shepherd. I began leading
many groups of men in Operation
Timothy and Dad, The Family Shepherd.
I was with New York Life for 32 years!
I was asked to become the Director of
Fresno CBMC in 2010 which I did thru
2021.

After an initial attempt
in 2022, Californians for

Each child’s ESA would
be funded with $15,000
per year, and could be
used for private or
religious education or
homeschooling. Any
unused funds rollover in
the account and be used
for college or vocational
training.

During the previous
campaign many
churches and pastors
were reluctant to allow
signature-gathering
because it was perceived
as “political” or potentially
illegal. The truth is that
School Choice is a non-
partisan issue, for which
churches can legally
advocate and collect
signatures, according to
Liberty Counsel and

Freedom. The CFSC
initiative would make it
financially feasible for
more parents to get their
kids a Christian education
and for more churches to
start Christian schools.

Many homeschool
parents remain
skeptical about taking
government funds for fear
of government intrusion
into their homeschool.
Homeschoolers  can
always choose not to
participate. But quite
frankly, the state can’t

micromanage  every
homeschool in this state,
and initiative provisions
are written to prevent this.
Under the CFSC initiative
the $15,000 per year could
be used for homeschool
expenses, if the program
is administered by a
private school. If the
parents choose to
homeschool with a private
school affidavit, they can
still accrue the funds and
use them later for a private
high school, college or
vocational training.

Proposition One

Topping the chart on California’s ballot this-coming November 8 is Proposition One, called the Right to Reproductive
Freedom Amendment. It reads, “The state shall not deny or interfere with an individual’s reproductive freedom in their
most intimate decisions, which includes their fundamental right to choose to have an abortion and their fundamental
right to choose or refuse contraceptives.” This represents a significant change in the current California law about
abortion.

In 2002, California Governor Gray Davis signed the Reproductive Privacy Act, which legalized abortions up to the
point of fetal viability, which is often considered to be about 24 weeks into the pregnancy.

Dran Reese, founder of Salt & Light
Council is telling people that “the public
schools are indoctrinating American
children,” rather than educating. At Salt &
Light Council we are promoting a movement
toward healthier educational choices.

We have seen a dramatic erosion of
standards in California schools. That, along
with coronavirus shut-downs, has led parents
to look to a growing menu of alternative
i schooling possibilities. Education, like police
D and fire protection, is a service every

ran Reese community needs. When government stops
providing them, communities self-organize a replacement. An uptick in private
security and neighborhood safety organizations reflects this kind of response.
The same is happening with schools.

Many of us feel that unsound methodology and pedagogy damages
children. California’s third-world level test scores in math, reading, writing,
and reasoning reflect a system that has already failed.

Many parents are also concerned with the proliferation of anti-scientific
curricula. “The public schools,” notes Reese, “are sexualizing American
children with radical sex education, including flagrant promotion of
homosexuality, fornication, gender confusion, and more. This indoctrination of
children has its roots in the pseudo-scientific quackery of Alfred Kinsey, the
‘sex researcher’ responsible for the rape and sexual torture of thousands of
children and babies. These abominations should have no place in a school
classroom, as some schools have even been caught actively normalizing
pedophilia. The risk of sexual abuse in schools is high and getting worse.”

Ms. Reese’s Salt & Light Council is working with a community-based
organization, Liberty Coalition, to chart a path forward. Her “Public
School Exit” provides on-line guides for parents. Liberty Coalition founder,
Terry Wild, notes that this program provides organizational documentation
and identifies teaching resources.

Reese reflects a burgeoning movement providing alternatives to a
system unable to reform itself. Inner cities and rural children are hardest
hit. The pandemic shut-down has led to the growing popularity of programs
that merge high-tech resources with greater parental involvement and control.
“California public schools,” states Reese, “no longer represent values that
make quality education possible. The time has come to unite and disconnect
and turn to alternatives that work.” The Learning Pod, a small group of students
led by a teacher assisted parent volunteers, has gained traction. Thanks to
on-line resources, a high-tech version of the one room schoolhouse has
reappeared in backyards, garages and churches. Even parents with a limited
education can opt for schooling that actually prepares children to compete in
a high-tech world.

Churches and other faith institutions have a vital role to play. They
have been largely missing in action. “Where are the faith leaders in this
crisis? Why aren’t they leading? Christian leaders who play it safe may be
viewed harshly by the next generation. This sentiment may be a bit blunt, but
it seems to be growing in of people of faith.”

Wild pointed to his Liberty Coalition’s and the Salt and Light Council’s
web sites as places to explore a promising way forward.

Proposition 1 would
amend Article 1 the
California
Constitution by
adding the following:

The state shall not deny or
interfere with an
individual’s reproductive
freedom in their most
intimate decisions, which
includes their fundamental
right to choose to have an
abortion and their
fundamental right to choose
or refuse contraceptives.
This section is intended to
further the constitutional right
to privacy guaranteed by
Section 1, and the constitutional
right to not be denied equal
protection guaranteed by
Section 7. Nothing herein
narrows or limits the right to
privacy or equal protection.

This language is significant
in a number of respects.
Existing California law as
restated in the California Health
and Safety Code permits legal
abortion until fetal viability, the
point in pregnancy when a child
could survive a delivery. That
point varies depending on the
child and a hospital’s resources,

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Opposing Proposition 1

This November, the first ballot initiative
that will face California voters will be
Proposition 1. Enraged by the overthrow
of Roe v. Wade, aggressive pro-choice
zealots in our state legislature are trying
to insert a vague, unbounded, explicit
right to abortion into the California

Constitution. We must vote NO.

and is somewhere between 22
and 24 weeks into a pregnancy.
Following fetal viability,
abortion is legal in California if
the pregnancy poses a risk to
the mother’s “health,” as
judged by a healthcare
provider.

The vast majority of
abortions take place prior to
fetal viability, and
California’s definition of
maternal “health” is quite
broad. Nonetheless, California
does have some limitation to
abortion codified in state law.

The text that Proposition 1
would import into the
California Constitution (our
foundational law in California,
which  overrides any
contradicting statute) makes
absolutely no mention of fetal
viability or maternal health. It
absolutely asserts that the state
may not interfere with an
individual’s right to choose to
have “an” abortion, with no
qualification. It is hard to read
this text and not think that it is
designed to legalize all
abortions, including late-term,
third-trimester abortions of
healthy babies from healthy
mothers.

And yet, that is precisely
what some of its proponents
are trying to claim. Toni Atkins,
the leader of the Democrats in
the California State Senate and

one of the initiative’s co-
authors, is trying to run away
from this politically unpopular
consequence of the initiative’s
language, claiming that it does
not actually change the
practical law-on-the-ground of
abortion in California. If this is
so (one might ask), why
introduce the initiative at all?
Or why not make that clear in

the text itself?

Atkins is running away from
this language because late-
term abortion is extremely
unpopular. Large majorities
even of Democrats and self-
identifying pro-choice persons
trimester

oppose third

abortions.

There is also a risk to
religious liberty contained in
this bill. California law protects
the rights of hospitals, doctors,
and other medical personnel
not to perform or be forced to
abortion.
Willingness to participate in

participate in

abortions cannot be

precondition for acceptance
into medical schools or other
medical training programs, and
medical employers may not
fire someone for refusal to

participate in abortion.

A number of abortion
advocates have argued that
state
conscience protections unduly
hinder the ability to access

these kinds of

abortion, denying “essential
healthcare” services to
women. The ACLU (a key
partner in the Legislature’s
yearlong efforts to expand
abortion access in the wake of
Roe’s overturning) has been
suing Catholic hospitals for their
refusal to perform certain
contraceptive-related
procedures that conflict with
Catholic teaching on the
grounds that such a refusal is
unlawfully discriminatory
against women. That argument
would easily transfer to
refusals to perform abortions.

It does not take much
imagination to foresee how
this new constitutional
amendment  could  be
weaponized against pro-life
healthcare providers. An
enterprising ACLU lawyer
could convincingly argue to the
California Supreme Court
(five of whose seven
members were nominated by
Jerry Brown and Gavin
Newsom, with a sixth on the
way) that conscience-
protection laws constitute state
action “denying or interfering”
with the right to abortion, and
thus should be struck down as
unconstitutional violations of
Proposition 1’°s mandates.

Pro-life people aren’t the
only ones who should
oppose Proposition 1. Even
Californians who believe in
some right to abortion, but
not completely unrestricted
late-term abortions, should
oppose it. It is a wild, reckless,
poorly-drafted attempt to
enforce a radically permissive
abortion policy that will harm
healthcare provision in
California and take the lives of
fully-developed children.
California law already protects
the right to abortion, and this
measure goes beyond even
what its authors claim to want.
Vote no on Proposition 1.
