8:19 time appointed – (H) moed = fixed, appointed time 
                   for the end – qetz = cut off, final, extreme 

12:7 time – (H) moed, times – moed, half – chetziy (moed) 

8:14 – “2,300 evenings and mornings” (daily sacrifices) 



Da 8:27 Y yo Daniel fuí quebrantado, y estuve 
enfermo algunos días: y cuando convalecí, hice 
el negocio del rey; mas estaba espantado 
acerca de la visión, y no había quien la 
entendiese.

Da 9:1 In the first year of Darius the son of 
Ahasuerus, of the seed of the Medes, who was 
made king over the realm of the Chaldeans, 
 2 in the first year of his reign, I, Daniel, 
understood the number of the years by books, 
which came of the word of the LORD to Jeremiah 
the prophet, that he would accomplish  

seventy years in the desolations of Jerusalem.

wickedly – ra shah = to depart, to do wrong 

rebelled – ma rad = to resist, to be obstinate (determined to go own way) 

departing – sur = to turn off, to turn away, to turn aside

Da 9:6 Neither have we listened to Your servants 
the prophets, who spoke in Your name to our 
kings, our rulers, and our fathers, and to all the 
people of the land.

Jn 5:39 Escudriñad las Escrituras, porque á vosotros 
os parece que en ellas tenéis la vida eterna; y ellas 
son las que dan testimonio de mí.
