


Shavuot “weeks” 
begins at sunset Thurs, 25 May – ends at sunset Sat, 27 May 

“Pentecost” = 50 
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Ex 19:18  And Mount Sinai was in smoke, all of it,  
because יהוה descended upon it in fire.  

And its smoke went up like the smoke of a furnace,  
and all the mountain trembled exceedingly.  

19  And when a voice of the shophar sounded long and became very strong,  
Mosheh spoke,  

and Elohim answered him by voice.  
20  And יהוה came down upon Mount Sinai,  

on the top of the mountain.  
And יהוה called Mosheh to the top of the mountain,  

and Mosheh went up.  



Ex 20:22  And Jehovah said to Moses, So you shall say to the sons of Israel, You have seen that I have 
talked with you from the heavens.  
 23  You shall not make with Me gods of silver, neither shall you make to you gods of gold.  

Ex 23:31  And I will stretch your bounds from the Red Sea even to the Sea of the Philistines, and from the 
desert to the river. For I will deliver the inhabitants of the land into your hand, and you shall drive them 
out before you.  
 32  You shall make no covenant with them or with their gods.  
 33  They shall not dwell in your land lest they make you sin against Me. For if you serve their gods, it 
surely will be a snare to you.
