Origen (185-253)
Those whom we spoke of as dead have special need of the resurrection, since not even those who are alive can be taken up in the clouds

to meet the Lord in the air before the dead in Christ first rise. (Commentary on John, 20.233)




Cyprian - Bishop of Carthage (200 AD - 258 AD)
Cyprian taught his followers that, “God has not appointed us to wrath, but salvation...” (1 Thess. 5:9), and joyfully encouraged his

church to expect to be “taken away” before the Tribulation begins.

Ephraim The Syrian — Bishop of Nisibis (306 AD - 373 AD)

See to it that this sentence be not fulfilled among you of the prophet who declares: “Woe to those who desire to see the day of the Lord!”
For all the saints and elect of God are gathered, prior to the tribulation that is to come, and are taken to the Lord lest they see the
confusion that is to overwhelm the world because of our sins. And so, brothers most dear to me, it is the eleventh hour, and the end of
the world comes to the harvest, and angels, armed and prepared, hold sickles in their hands, awaiting the empire of the Lord.
