" The third group were called the “Zadokites” who were descendants of Zadok
The followed the calendar passed on to them dating back to Noah
This calendar is based off of the SUN, the “Solar Calendar”
This created even deeper divisions and led to the Zadokites fleeing into the Qumran wilderness £
The Zadokites themselves would splinter into distinct groups over various religious practice
