Greetings and blessings to you and your families! May the Blessings
of the Easter message of new life in Christ fill you as you receive this
newsletter!

Good Friday, Holy Saturday, and Easter Sunday were pivotal
moments in the lives of the disciples of Jesus Christ. They had been
through a lot together in their shared ministry with Jesus, but nothing like
this. They witnessed the betrayal, arrest, brutal treatment, and crucifixion
of their friend, teacher, mentor, and Savior. On Holy Saturday, while they
were in grief, shock, anger, fear, disillusionment — two disciples left for
Emmaus. On Easter morning, they awoke to the news by the women that
they had seen and heard Jesus; that he had risen, he was alive! And soon,
the disciples would see for themselves when Jesus would appear and say,
“peace be with you.” In these 3-days, their lives were radically, irrevocably
changed; there was no going back to the “way it was.” Everything was
different, things had changed - and this was only the beginning. In the
days after the resurrection, the risen Christ Jesus would be preparing the
disciples to go out into the world to make disciples. Life had changed,
circumstances had changed - there was no going back to familiar
patterns of life and faith.

We are in a similar place as the disciples. Covid has changed things. It has
changed lives, patterns, habits, traditions — to put it simply, despite there
being vaccines, there is no going back to the “way it was” before covid. |
have been praying hard about what that means for us here at
Freshwaters.

Linda Olson called the meeting to order at 7 PM. Present were Linda Olson, Susan
Kettelhodt, Andrew Harvala, Scott Liestman, Dave Halverson, Kevin Fox, Phil Lingle, Myla
Tolmie and Joel Carver.

The agenda was approved with the order altered to have the Worship Committee report
moved up and the book discussion moved to last.

Minutes from last meeting were previously approved electronically.

Myla and Joel reviewed the several options the worship committee has formed to upgrade
the video streaming of Sunday Services. One option is to get a new projector and screen,
and another is to upgrade a camera and place TV screens on either side of the sanctuary to
display graphics during the service. When pros and cons were considered it was agreed by
consensus the TV option allowed better visual integrity of the sanctuary, longer lifespan and
lower cost. Joel has volunteered to coordinate the purchase and installation of the project.
Phase 2 will address the audio components.

Income and expenses remain down about 20% from a
year ago.

There was discussion on when to open up two services on Sundays but it is still too early to
make that decision.
