The readings for today

Eothinon 11, John 21:14-25

At that time, Jesus revealed himself to the disciples after he was raised from the dead. And he
said to Simon Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love me more than these?” He said to him,
“Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.” He said to him, “Feed my lambs.” A second time he said
to him, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that I love
you.” He said to him, “Tend my sheep.” He said to him the third time, “Simon, son of John, do
you love me?” Peter was grieved because he said to him the third time, “Do you love me?” And
he said to him, “Lord, you know everything; you know that I love you.” Jesus said to him, “Feed
my sheep. Truly, truly, I say to you, when you were young, you girded yourself and walked where
you would; but when you are old, you will stretch out your hands, and another will gird you and
carry you where you do not wish to go.” (This he said to show by what death he was to glorify
God.) And after this he said to him, “Follow me.” Peter turned and saw following them the
disciple whom Jesus loved, who had lain close to his breast at the supper and had said, “Lord,
who is it that is going to betray you?” When Peter saw him, he said to Jesus, “Lord, what about
this man?” Jesus said to him, “If it is my will that he remain until I come, what is that to you?
Follow me!” The saying spread abroad among the brethren that this disciple was not to die; yet
Jesus did not say to him that he was not to die, but, “If it is my will that he remain until I come,
what is that to you?” This is the disciple who is bearing witness to these things, and who has
written these things; and we know that his testimony is true. But there are also many other things
which Jesus did; were every one of them to be written, I suppose that the world itself could not
contain the books that would be written. Amen.

Epistle reading from Paul's First Letter to the Corinthians
1 Cor. 9:2-12

Brethren, you are the seal of my apostleship in the Lord. This is my defense to those who would
examine me. Do we not have the right to our food and drink? Do we not have the right to be
accompanied by a wife, as the other apostles and the brothers of the Lord and Cephas? Or is it
only Barnabas and I who have no right to refrain from working for a living? Who serves as a
soldier at his own expense? Who plants a vineyard without eating any of its fruit? Who tends a
flock without getting some of the milk? Do I say this on human authority? Does not the law say
the same? For it is written in the law of Moses, “You shall not muzzle an ox when it is treading
out the grain”. Is it for oxen that God is concerned? Does he not speak entirely for our sake? It
was written for our sake, because the plowman should plow in hope and the thresher thresh in
hope of a share in the crop. If we have sown spiritual good among you, is it too much if we reap
your  material  benefits?  If  others  share  this  rightful  claim  upon  you,  do  not  we  still  more?
Nevertheless, we have not made use of this right, but we endure anything rather than put an
obstacle in the way of the gospel of Christ.

And out of pity for
him the lord of that servant released him and forgave him the debt. But that same servant, as he
went out, came upon one of his fellow servants who owed him a hundred denarii; and seizing him
by the throat he said, 'Pay what you owe.' So his fellow servant fell down and besought him,
'Have patience with me, and I will pay you.' He refused and went and put him in prison till he
should pay  the debt.  When his  fellow servants  saw what  had taken place,  they  were greatly
distressed,  and they  went  and reported to  their  lord all  that  had taken place.  Then his  lord
summoned him and said to him, 'You wicked servant! I forgave you all that debt because you
besought me; and should not you have had mercy on your fellow servant, as I had mercy on you?
'And in anger his lord delivered him to the jailors, till he should pay all his debt. So also my
heavenly Father will do to everyone of you, if you do not forgive your brother from your heart.”

FROM FATHER'S SERMON

This is what I want you to keep, my beloved Chrtistians. In today's reading from the Gospel we
are taught by our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, that our forgiveness towards others must
come from our heart. It is not enough to ask for forgiveness from our Lord, the Heavenly King,
but to also to forgive those who have done us wrong. As we say it in our every day prayer, the
Lord's prayer: “forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us”. This is
the most essential teaching concerning forgiveness and today's parable explains why with a well
drawn example. Read it, study its truth and act upon it: Mutual forgiveness is the key to the doors
of Heaven, my beloved Christians. As our Lord says it Himself: “If you do not forgive men their
trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses” (Mt 6:15). The mercy we give, is
the mercy we receive!  “For judgment is without mercy to the one who has shown no mercy.
Mercy triumphs over judgment” (Jam 2:13).



DID YOU KNOW

that the 1st of September marks the beginning of the New Year for all Orthodox Christians? It is
called “the Beginning of the Indiction” and comes from the times of the Roman Empire. In our
church,  the Patriarchs of Constantinople use it up till  this day to date official  documents and
Encyclicals. 
In 1989, the late Ecumenical Patriarch Demetrios,  dedicated this  day to the protection of the
environement. 
For the first time, this year, the leaders of the Roman Catholic Church, the Eastern Orthodox
Church and the  Anglican  Communion,  have  jointly  warned of  the  urgency of  environmental
sustainability,  its  impact on poverty,  and the importance of global cooperation.  Pope Francis,
Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholomew and Archbishop Justin Welby urge everyone to play their part
in “choosing life” for the future of the planet  by declaring:  “Caring for God's creation is a
spiritual commission requiring a response of commitement.
