The new Federal Financial Services Act (FINSA) came into force in Switzerland on January 1, 2020. On 

the one hand, it contains regulations on the offer of financial services and financial products and, on the 

other hand, protective mechanisms for investors.

Of course, 
you can request that your classification under FINSA be changed at any time. We will then discuss 
with you the possible alternatives and the associated requirements. 



Ombudsman 

If, following a written complaint from you to the Company, a conflict arises that cannot be settled bilat-

erally, you can turn to the ombudsman's office. The aim of the ombudsman's office is to reach an 

agreement between the parties in a neutral and independent manner. The services of the ombuds-

man's office are generally inexpensive or even free of charge and are offered in German, French, Ital-

ian and English.
