Dear All,

By now, I have been in Bangladesh for several days. I am there right now to work with our Anglican
Communion partners in the United Church of Bangladesh. I am honored to get to help their national church
with grant development and ministry program evaluation. You can look for photos and updates in the
E-pistle, the Church’s Facebook page, and also Mother Caroline’s Facebook page (which is mostly public.)
I will share all about my work when I return in a coffee hour presentation as well.

I have been enjoying the beauty of Beach Haven’s winter and have been trying to get in some walking in
spite of the cold. I am aware of the thinness of many things: the trees, the grasses, and the activities of wild-
life during this season. To understand the fullness of things, it is always necessary to be with the scarcity
of things. I’d like to share this poem with you and ask you to meditate upon it.
